BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Section 4 of P. L. 1969, c. 95 (C. 18A:61A—4) is amended to
read as follows: v

4. The board of trustees shall organize at a meeting to be called
by the Commissioner of Education and annually thereafter by
election from their number of a chairman and a vice chairman and
appointment of a secretary, who may but need not be a member
of the board of trustees, and such other officers as the board shall
determine. The meeting for the election and appointment of officers
shall be held not earlier than July 1 and not later than October 1 of
each year. Officers shall serve for terms of 1 year, and until their
successors are selected and qualified. The board of trustees shall be
known as “The Trustees of the New Jersey School of the Arts” and
shall be a body corporate, with all the powers usually conferred
upon such bodies and necessary to enable it to acquire, hold and
transfer property, make contracts, [sue and be sued,] and to
exercise such other rights and privileges as may be necessary for
the managenient and administration of the school, and for carrying
out the provisions and purposes of this act.

2. This act shall take effect immediately.
