BE 11 ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. N. J. S. 2A:158-10 is amended to read as follows:

2A :158-10. County prosecutors not required by law to devote
full-time to their duties shall receive annual salaries to be fixed by
the governing body of the county at not less than $8,500.00 nor more
than [$24,000.00] $35,000.00.

*2. Section 1 of P. L. 1970, ¢. 6 (C. 2A:158-1.1) is amended as
follows:

1. Any person appointed to the office of county prosecutor shall
devote his entire time to the duties of his office and shall not engage
in the practice of law or other gainful employment, except those
appointed to that office in counties of the third class having a
population between 65,000 and 85,000 for between 90,000 and
130,000]. No exception to the requirement that a prosecutor serve
on a full-time basis shall be permitted on or after April 14, 1986.*

*[2. This act shall take effect immediately.J*

*3. Section 1 of this act shall take effect immediately and sec-
tion 2 of this act shall take effect July 1, 1983.*

Only two counties, Sussex and Warren, presently have part-time
prosecutors. This bill would raise the maximum salary authorized to
be paid to a part-time county prosecutor from $24,000.00 to $35,000.00.

The committee amendments would require that the office of Warren
county prosecutor be on a full-time basis after the term of the present
prosecutor expires in 1986. These amendments would also require that
the office of Sussex county prosecutor be on a full-time basis begin-
ning on July 1, 1583 when the term of Sussex’s present prosecutor
expires. This latter amendment is necessary to conform the provisions
of Assembly Bill No. 3288 with those of Assembly Bill No. 3163 which

was also released by the committee.
