Assembly Bill No. 3015 amends N. J. S. 40A :14-56 in order to provide 

that any fireman who otherwise would be eligible for an ,exempt fireman 

certificate, but who, 'as the result of an injury or injuries incurred out 

of or in the course of fire duty, is permanently unable to fulfill the s,even 

SEllar performal1Jce requirement, shall be entitled to an exempt fireman 

certificate if, at the time he incurred the injury or injuries, he had 

performed during a period of five years, 60ro of fire duty, in each year, 

respectively. 

The Committee notes that the provisiollil! of this bill are to be retro­

active to January 1, 1981.

Governor Thomas H. Kean has signed the following bills: 

S-1318, sponsored by State Senator John A. Lynch, D-Middlesex, which 

increases from $500· to $1000 the maximum fine a municipality may impqse for 

Violation of an ordinance and to clarify that a municipality may impose a 

minimum penalty not to exceed $100. 

A-449, sponsored by Assemblyman John A. Girgenti, D-Passaic, which 

makes a person convicted of motor vehicle theft violations liable to the owner 

of the vehicle for expenses incurred by damage or recovery of the vehicle. 

A-1015, sponsored by Assemblyman Byron M. Baer, D-Bergen, which 

permits the Director of the Division of Civil Rights to impose fines for 

violations of the State's civil rights statutes. The bill sets maximum 
. 

penalties of $2000 for· a first offense and $5000 for second and subsequent 

off€nses. 

A-3015, sponsored by Assemblyman Girgenti, which provides that 

certain firemen who are injured in the line of duty are eligible for exempt 

fireman status. In order to qualify under the bill, a fireman must have 

performed 60 percent of fire duty for a period of five consecutive years at 

the time the injury is incurred. Current law requires seven years of 60 

percent duty performance in order to qualify for exempt status. 

A-3404, sponsored by Assemblyman D. Bennett Ma~ur, D-Bergen, which 

appropriates $6.3 million from the Public Purpose Building Construction .Fund 

for the construction of a nursing home for disabled veterans in Paramus. 
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
