All rights and procedures for the enfo cement of rights recog­

nized in sections 4, 5 and 7 of the "Develop entally Disabled Rights

Act," P. L. 1977, c. 82 (C. 30 :6D-4, 5, 7), shall apply to persons

covered by this act.

6. To the maximum extent possible, t e department shall not

transfer any developmentally disabled erson to a geographic

location that cannot be readily visited by those persons interested

in the well-being of the developmentally disabled person or to a

location that does not afford reasonable employment opportuni­

ties in the case of a developmentally disa led person with employ­

ment potential.

7. The department shall not allow a evelopmentally disabled

person to be transferred or to reside in community residential

facility unless the staff of the facility i adequately trained to

meet the needs of the developmentally dis bled, to use and operate

fire and life-safety equipment, and train d in other areas as the

department determines necessary.

8. The department shall ensure that ev ry developmentally dis­

abled person covered by this act is visite at least monthly by a

case manager employed by the departmen or by an agency under

contract to the department.

9. A transfer shall be made only when consistent with the best

interests of the developmentally disablederson. The department

shall ensure that a developmentally disa led person who fails to

adjust to life in a community residential facility may return to

the institution or other facility from whie he was transferred or

to a more suitable community residential facility.

10. The Conunissioner of the Departm nt of Human Services

shall promulgate those rules and regulati ns as are necessary to

effectuate this act.

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.STATEMENT

Increasing numbers of developmentally disable persons are

being placed into community based residential prog ams. Such de­

institutionalization is highly desirable since it can 1 ad to a fuller,

richer, and more independent life for developme tally disabled

persons. However, because of their disabilities, (evelopmentally

disabled persons may be vulnerable to abuse, neglec , and exploita­

tion in the community unless appropriate safegu rds are estab­

lished and necessary services are available to th m. Therefore,

the well-being of developmentally disabled persons who have been

or will be deinstitionalized requires clarification of heir rights and

the rights of family members and other persons int rested in their

welfare, and a delineation of the responsibilities of he Department

of Human Services. This bill extends such protecti n to a develop­

mentally disabled person transferred to a commu ity residential

facility after October 1, 1976. This date was chose because prior

to this time it was not the policy of the Depart ent of Human

Services to maintain persons who were dischar ed from State

operated institutions as clients.

Under this bill, the Department of Human Service shall assure to

each eligible person the following:

1. The preparation of an individual habilitation p an prior to the

person's transfer, to be reviewed within 4 to 6 weeks a ter the transfer

occurs; and the opportunity for persons participati Ig in the plan's

development alld review, inclutliug" parents and other ill erested persons,

to iuspect the site of the the proposed transfer before it oecUfS;
