PROVISIONS: 

Assembly No. 935 represents a technical amendment to the statutes 

governing the annual organization of school boards. 

BACKGROUKD: 

Chapter 140 of the laws of 1980 moved the annual organizational 

meeting of all Type II boards of education from the first Monday 

following May 15th to any day of the first week following the annual 

school election. Assembly No. 935 amends the chapter governing 

regional boards of education to make it conform with the dates set forth 

in the chapter governing the organization of boards in all Type II 

districts.
