AN ACT concerning county detectives and amending N. J. S. 

2A:157-4. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. N. J. S. 2A :157-4 is amended to read as follows: 

2 2A:157-4. a. In counties of the second class having a population 

3 in excess of [500,000] 580,000 there may be appointed not in excess 

4 of [28] 40 county detectives. of whom one may be designated chief 

5 of county detectives, one deputy chief of county detectives, [one 

6 captain] '*'[two captains]'*' *one captain* of county detectives, six 

7 lieutenants of county detectives and [four] *[10]* *four* ser­

8 geants of county detectives. 

9 b. In counties of the secolld class having a population between 

10 [460,000 and 500,000] 500,000 and 580,000 there may be appointed 

11 not in excess of [24] 28 county detectives, of whom one may be 

12 designated chief of county detectives, one deputy chief of county 

13 detpctives, [four captains] one captain of county detectives [and]. 

14 six lieutenants of county detectivps and four sergpants of county 

15 detectives. 

16 c. In counties of the second class having a population between 

17[410,000 and 460,000] 460,000 and 500,000, there may be appointed 

18 not in excess of 28 county detectives, of whom one may be designated 

19 chief of county detectives, [one captain] one deputy chief of county 

20 detectives, four captains of county detectives, [four] and six lieu-
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21 tenants of COllllty detechves[,aml two sergeants of C'ol1nty detec­

22 tives]. 

23 d. In the counties of the second class having a population [of 

24 410,000 or under] hr'hrecn 100,000 and 460,000 there may be 

25 appoi.ntC'd not in exC'pss of [12] 24 COUll ty dC'tpetives of wholll one 

26 may be oesip,'nated rJiiC'f of county odeetives, one captain of eounty 

27 detp(·tivps, [and three] (mil' liplltC'nants of ('Oll1\t:- detpdives[.] and 

28 tu'() sPl'geallts of ('omlty r/f'tertivps. 

29 e. hi the counties of fl/p second class having a lJOp~(lation of 

30 400,000 or ul/de,., there 111a11 be ap2Jointed not in excess of 12 county 

31 detertives of U:]I0111 olle 111ay be designated chief of county detec­

32 tives, one captaili of coullty detectives, and threp lieutenants of 

33 county detectives. 

34 [e.] f. Their anuual salaries shall he fixed as follows: chief of 

35 county detectives, 110t less than $9,500.00; deput:- chief of county 

36 detectin:>s not less than $9,000.00; captain of county detectives, not 

37 less than $8,000.00; lieutenant of county detectives, not less than 

38 $7,000.00; sergeant of county detectives, not less than $6,500.00; and 

39 other county detectives, not less than $6,000.00. 

1 2. This act shall take effect immedi.ately. 
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
