AN Act concerning the New Jersey Marine Seciences Consortium

and the Marine Academy of Science and Technology.

BE 11 ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of
Jersey:

1. The Marine Academy of Science and Technology created pur-
suanttoP. L. ... ,e . (now awaiting action hy the Governor
as Assembly Bill No. 1257 of 1982), is authorized to enter into a
contractual relationship with the New Jersey Marine Seciences
Consortium. The funds transmitted by the Academy to the Con-
sortium may be considered to serve as the State match for federal
funds that may be obtained by the Consortium through the Sea
Grant Program or other programs.

2. This act shall take effect immediately.

ProvisioNs:

This bill permits the Marine Academy of Science and Technology to
enter into a contractual relationship with the New Jersey Marine Seci-
ence Consortium. It also provides that any funds transmitted to the

Consortium may serve as the State match for federal grant programs.

BackceroUND:

Assembly Bill No. 1257 provided authorization for the Matawan-
Aberdeen Regional Area Vocational Technical School to operate the
Marine Academy of Science and Technology at Sandy Hook.

On July 8 the Governor conditionally vetoed Assembly Bill No. 1257,
making its effective date contingent upon the passage of Assembly
Bill No. 1735. The reason for the veto was

“‘that the State has the opportunity to maximize federal matching
funds by developing a formal relationship between the Marine
Academy of Science and Technology programs and Marine Sci-
ences Consortium”’

The Assembly has concurred with the Governor’s recommendation
and Assembly Bill No. 1257 is now before the Senate for concurrence.

Assembly Bill No. 1735 will permit the establishment of a formal
relationship between the Academy and Consortium, and thus enable

the State to obtain more federal funds for the program.

Governor Thomas H. Kean today signed a bill which will allow the
Marine Academy of Sciehce and Technology, and the Mar%ne Science Consortium
to create a formal relétionship which could allow both institutions to make
maximum use of available federal funding.

The bill, A-1735, sponsored by Assemblyman Anthony M. Villane,
R-Monmouth, allows the two groups to enter into contracts, and permits funds
transmitted by the Academy to the Consortium .to be used és state matching
monies for federal grants tor which the Consortium is é1igib1e.

"When we have two outstanding institutions such as the Academy and
the Consortium, it .only makes sense that we do everything we can to ensure the
contihued success of both," Kean said.

"Particularly with both groups located on Sandy Hook, and working in
such closely related areas, it is only logical that they should work hand in
hand," the Governor said. "This worthwhile bill will help both the Acédemy
and the Consortijum to make the best possible use of their funds by maximiZing
matching federal grants, and I am happy to sign it."

The Marine Science Consortium is made up of personnel from colleges in
New Jersey and Pennsylvania, and conducts marine research from laboratories

on Sandy Hook.

The Marine Academy of Science and Technology operates under the aegis of

the Matawan-Aberdeen Regional Area Vocational Technical School. It provides

secondary school training in the fields of marine sciences, marine trades, marine

technologies and related areas.
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
