1 appreciation of their liberties and the veaffirmation of their
loyalty to the United States of Amerieca; of their rededication to
the ideals of equality and justice under law and respect for basic
human rights; and for the cultivation of that respeet for law that
is so vital to the denioeratic way of life. The citizens and residents
of this State are urged to partake in the appropriate observance
of “Law Day,” including the display of the flag of the United States
and consideration of the sanctity of law and respeet for its impartial
priuciples so nnfortunately absent in many‘other nations through-
out the world.

Traditionally, the Legislature passes a resolution every year to
designate May 1 as “Law Day.”

This bill would establish Law Day as a permanent commemorative
day on May 1 of every year, eliminating the need for annual resolutions.

The purpose of designating one day each year as “Law Day” is to
emphasize the importance of law in American society and to cultivate
respect for eivil liberties and for the ideals of equality and justice under
the law.

The New Jersey State Bar Association stroungly supports this bill.
The bill was passed unanimously by the Assembly in the 1980 legislative

session.

Governor Thomas H. Kean has signed legislation to expand the powers of
municipalities to prosecute on a nuisance charge an individual whose property creates
a health or safety hazard. |

The ]egis]ation, A-1103, was sponsored by Assemblyman Martin Herman, D-Gloucester.

Under current law, a nuisance may be ordered abated by the court only upon
conviction of a person who‘maintains premises where persons congregate for unlawful
purposes. The new law permits such an abatement upon conviction of a person whose
property is g health or sarely hazard.

Kean a1so’signed S-171, sponsored by Senator James Hurley, R-Cumberland, to
establish May 1 of each year as "Law Day" as a permanent commemorative day in the
Sfate.

The legislation does not establish May 1 as a State holiday, but merely requésts
that the Governor issue a proclamation each year designating it as "Law Day."

Traditionally, such prolamations have been issued annually.
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
