AN ACT to amend the title of "An act designating the State sou­

venir of deceased veterans of the World Wars and regulating 

the sale thereof," approved May 18, 1938 (P. L. 1938, c. 207), 

as said title was amended by P. L. 1965, c. 28, so that the same 

shall read" An act designating the State souvenir of deceased 

veterans of the World 'Val's and military conflicts involving the 

Armed Forces of the United States, and regulating the sale 

thereof," and to amend the body of said act. 

1, BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. The title of P. L. 1938, c. 207 (C. 38 :25A-1 et seq.) as said 

2 title was amended by P. L. 1965, c. 28, is amended to read as 

3 follows: 

4 An act designating the State souvenir of deceased veterans of 

5 the World Wars and military conflicts involving the Armed Forces 

6 of the United States, and regulating the sale thereof. 

1 2. Section 1 of P. L. 1938, c. 207 (C. 38 :25A-1) is amended to 

2 read as follows: 

3 1. After the passage of this act the poppy or its replica in any 

4 material form shall be the recognized souvenir of the deceased 

5 veterans of the World Wars and military conflicts involving the 

6 Armed Forces of the United States. 

1 3. Section 3 of P. L. 1938, c. 207 (C. 38 :25A-3) is amended to 

2 read as follows: 

3 3. The sale and offering for sale of such poppy or poppies as 

4 heretofore mentioned shall be restricted to veterans' organizations 

5 chartered by an Act of Congress and to their auxiliaries, where 

6 such- funds are devoted exclusivelv. for the benefit of *veterans of

1 4. Section 4 of P. L. 1938, c. 207 (C. 38 :25A-4) is amended to

4 funds for such charitable purposes shall be the 10 days immediately 

5 preceding Memorial Day[, commonly known as Decoration Day] 

6 and Mernorial Day, of each year.

This "bill p.ro\'ic1es tlwt the annual 

period fOT restricted sale of poppies}s an ll-c1ay period "hegi:r:.cn.ing 

on the tenth day before "0.1emorial DJ.y and ending on ~lemorial 

Day."

The purpose of this bill is to designate the poppy a,s the State souvenir 

of deceased veterans of all armed conflicts in which the Armed Forces of 

the United States have participated. The language of the present bw 

restricts such designation to deceased veterans of the "World Wars" 

thus excluding those who have died in such conflicts as the Korean \~Tar 

and the war in Vietnam. The bill also permits the sale of poppies on 

the 10 days immediately preceding Memorial Day and on Memorial Day 

as well. This extends the period of sale authorized by law from 10 days 

to 11 days. 

COMMITTEE AMENDMENT 

The committee made a minor amendment to claTify the meaning of 

the bill. 
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
