1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State

1G board auel may be used by them as [1 basis for their determination 

17 as to whether a certificate of authority 'lhall issue. 

18 (2) Any cemetery company organized prior to the effective date 

19 of this act shall, within 90 days from the effective date of this act, 

20 apply to the New Jersey Cemetery Board for the issuance to it 

21 of a certificate of authority, along with a fee of $100.00 payable to 

22 the New Jersey Cemetery Board. However, no such fee shall be 

23 reqU'Lred from any company which ca,n demonstrate to the satis­

24 faction of the New Jersey Cemetery Board that it no lon/lcr has 

25 cemetery land to sell and that it exists solely for the maintenace and 

26 preservation of the cemetery. 

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 
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STATEMENT 

This bill exempts certain eemetery companies which exist solely 

for the maintenance and preservation of the cemetery from the fee 

required for an application for a certificate of authority.

Powers of board members; authority to apply for court order; penalty for non­
compliance. 

SA :10-6. a. The executive director, the chairman, any member 
of the New J el'sey Cemetery Board or any person designated by 
the cemetery board or the Commissioner of Banking may ad­
minister oaths and affirmations and shall have power to issue 
subpenas, to compel the attendance of any perSOIl, 01' the production 
of any books or papers necessary or ineiuelltal to any hearing 
before the board. Such subpena may be served and the same 
witness fees paid as in ca::>es in the County or Superior Court, as 
allowed by law. 

b. In the event any person who has been duly served with a 
subpena by the board fails or refuses to attend and testify and 
answer proper questions or to produce books, records, documents, 
papers, or other physical exhibits pursuant to the command of 
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said subpena~ the board is authorized to apply to the Superior 
Court for an order compelling compliance with the subpena or 
order of the board. Failure to obey the subpena or the order of the 
court in reference tbereto shall, in addition to any other action 
that may properly be taken by the courts, carry a penalty of $100.00 
to be collected by the board as provided in chapter 9 of this act.

8A :10-7. The board may, \\'hen deemed l1('cc':-;~ary to protcrt tlJi' 
public interest, institute an action in thi:> name of the State on the 
relation of the board in the Superior Court for the appointment 
of a reeei\'er, injunetiye or other relief as may be necessary to 
protect the public interest, or to prohibit the dolation of this aet 
or the orders, rules or regulations of the board. The relief au­
thorized by thi.::; paragraph shall not he limited or barred by the 
impositioll of any penalties imposed by the board under chapter 
10 or any other provision of this aet. The receivership shall be 
discharged as soon as the condition whieh caused the suspension has 
been corrected.
