BACKGROUND: 

rl'}w State Colleg'e LibaJ'ies llerforlll many services for their students 

and faculty that require the acquistion of materials that are either olin 

of a kind or are not available from any other source or both. However, 

the current bidding requirement makes the acquisition procedur~ for 

these special materials both adminishativel.\C costly and cumbersome 

without reducing' the purcIJase priee. Such materials do not include 

('tluipmellt or items such as blallk magnetic tapes tbat do not contain 

published infol'ma ti on. In addition to accluiring one-of-a-kind materials, 

the library is also required to furnish its constituents with documentR 

and reference materials that are needed within a specific period of time. 

In order to permit libraries to perform such services in the manner 

required by their users, county colleges, county library commissions, 

municipal libraries and public schools have been granted the authority 

to purchase such materials without the usual bidding procedure. Senate 

Bill No. 1102 enables Stat(~ College Libraries to have the same advant­

ages as other public libraries in the purchase of such materials a.nd 

services. 

FISCAL IMPlJICATIONS: 

P(~rmitting the State Oollege 1-,ibraries to purchase certain library 

materials and services withont advertising for bids in these instances 

should save the State money, manpower and delays.

On February 25, l!:l80, the SenateBJducation Committee favorably 

reported Senate Bill No. 1004, which authorized the State Librarian 

to purchase library materials and binding services without advertising 

for bids. This bill extends that authorization to libraries at the State 

Colleges. 

BACKGROUND: 

The authority to purchase library materials and services withont 

advertising for bids has been granted to county colleges, county library 

commissions, municipal libraries and public schools. The requiremellt 

that libraries advertise for bids in order to purchase library materials 

and binding services has increased the costs of such purchases, lws 

necessitated additional library staff time and has resulted in unneces­

sary delays in purchasing'. In many instances, advertising for bids for 

special publications is futile becaus(~ the materials are only produced 

by one company. 

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS: 

Permitting the purchase of library materialS, and binding serViCes 

without advertising for bids should save the State money, manpower 

and delays.
