AN ACT providing' for endowed chairs at certain institutions of 

higher education and supplementing Title 18A of the New .Jersey 

Statutes. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. There are hereby created three distinguished chairs which 

2 shall be known as Albert Einstein Chairs for Scholarly Studies. 

3 One chair shall be located at the Institute for ..A.. dvanced Study; 

4 one shall be located at Rutgers, The State University and one shall 

;) be located at the New Jersey Institute of Technology. *[These 

6 chairs shall be equaJl~" endowed from appropriations provided 

7 under this act.T' 

1 2. Each institution awarded an IGinstein Chair under this ae! 

2 shall select an outstanding scholar to fill the chair on suell terms 

3 and conditiolls as may be agreed UpOll, subject to the approval of 

4 the Chancellor of Higher Education, within the appropriations 

5 provided for said chairs. Each person appointed to the Einstein 

6 Chair may be granted tenure on appointment. 

1 3. An institution awarded an Einstein Chair may utilize fundi' 

2 appropriated under this act for the provisioll of equipment, sup­

3 plies, clerical and research assistants and such other appropriate 

4 support as is necessary for the research conducted by the holder 

5 of the Einstein Chair.

PROVISIONS: 

Senate Bill No. 1400 establishes three Albert Einstein Chairs for 

Scholarly Studies and provides for an appropriation of $195,000.00. 

The appropriation will be divided equally among Rutgers, The State 

University; Princeton University and New Jersey Institute of Tech­

nology where the positions will be established. 

COMMITTEE POSITION: 

Tbe Senate Education Committee favorably reports thiS' bill and 

supports the establishment of the distinguished Chairs for Scholarly 

Studies to commemorate the 100th Anniversary of the birth of Albert 

Einstein. 

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS: 

This bill appropriates $195,000.00 for the establishment of the three 

chairs. This level of appropriation is expected to be continued, subject 

to appropriation.

This bill establishes three distinguished chairs to be known as Albert 

Einstein Chairs for Scholarly Studies, one ea0h at the Institute for 

Advanced Study, Rutgers, The State University, and at the New Jersey 

Institute of Technology, each to be equally endowed through State 

appropriations. 

An institution awarded an Einstein Chair is free to use funds ap­

propriated for equipment, supplies, clerical and research assistants 

and other support found appropriate and necessary for the research 

conducted by the holder of the Einstein Chair. Ea0h person appointed 

to hold the Einstein Chair may be granted tenure on appointment. 

Funding for the Einstein Chair established by this act is provided 

in the amount of $65,000.00 in the Governor's recommended budget 

for fiscal year 1979-1980. 

Committee amendments delete the language calling for, but not pro­

viding, an appropriation for the Einstein Chair, recognizing the rec­

ommendations for the $65,000.00 appropriation in the Governor's 

recommended budget for fiscal year 1979-1980. 
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
