115 impairment has lasted or can be expected to last for a continuous

135 retirant was married at least [5] 2 years before the date of his 

136 death and to whom he eontinued to be married until the date of 

137 his death and who has not remarried. In the event of the payment 

138 of an accidental death benefit, the [5] 2-year qualification shall be

140' (25)" Fiscal year" shall mean any year commencing with July 1, 

141 and ending with June 30, next following. 

142 (26) "Compensation" shall mean the base salary, for services 

143 as a member as defined in this act, which is in accordance with

145 ployees in the same position but shall not include individual salary 

146 adjustments which are granted primarily in anticipation of the

148 temporary duties beyond the regular work day.

The purpose of this bill is to reduce the number of yean; of marriage 

required by the Police and Firemen's Retirement System for a spouse 

to be considered a widow or widower and thus eligihle to receive sur­

vivor's benefits npon th8 death of a rnemhlT or r8tirant. ruder tl18 

present law the requir8Tllent is 5 years of 111:1 l'riHg'e. 1'11(' hill would 

make 2 years of marriage the required j18riorl. 

The Division of Pensions estimates that there are approxilllatel~' 

5,000 widows and widowers wbo are currently rec8i',-illg survivor's 

benefits. The division further estimates that an additional lOX, of 

this number would become eligible pursuant to this alllcndment. Rur­

vivor's benefits amount to about 25(!c of annual salary. rrhe salary 

for members of this retirement system averag8R hetween $lG,OOO.OO and 

$18,000.00 per year, thus the present widows made eligible for sur­

vivor's benefits by the enactment of this bill would receive between 

$4,000.00 and $4,500.00 per year.

benefits. 

The Division of Pension comments: 

"Aside from the possibili ty that communities who do not now partici­

pate may suddenly fmd themselves with substantial cost implications as 

a result of this legit;lation, the major cost implication involves the 

liberalization in the years required for the payment of widow and 

widowel' benefits, The cost of a particular widow's benefit can be 

$50,000,00 or it can be as much as $100,000.00 depending on the age of 

the widow at the time of death. The average pensioner retired on a 

salary of $16,000,00-$18,000.00 so that we are talking about an annual 

'widow's benefit of 25% of salary or at least $4,000.00 a year for the rest 

of t11e woman's life. This is likely to involve a present value of at least 

$50,000,00. However, it could be several times that if the member were to 

marry someone who is substantially younger. Thus the cod does not 

onl~~ involve the limited number of widows who would first become 

eligible for benefits as a result of this legislation in that they lacked 

5 years of marriage but had at least 2 years before the death of the 

member. The real cost in this legislation involves the incentives for older 

men to marry younger \vomen and primarily members of their families 

for the purpose of endowing them with a $4,000.00 annual annuity. \Ve 

estimate that this could increase the number of widows by as much as 

10% or about 500 widow:,; ,,"ith a present value cost of $25 million over 

the life of the present membersllip. Ag'3in, iltis may not be the intent of 

the authors but this could be the result." 

Based on the additional $25 millioll liability to the system, the Office 

of Legislative Services e:,;timates the ann'Mal employer costs of Senate 

Bill No. 3183 as follows:
