This bill, as amended by the committee, woulfl permit an active mem­

ber of the New ,f ersey National Guard to obtain ~pecial registration 

plates identif;ving the holder as a nwmber of the ''Air National Guard'' 

or the ''Army National Guard,'' as the case may be. 

It is c~stimated that approximately 17,000 persons would be eligible 

to obtain such plates. 

The Division of Motor Vehicles opposes the bill on the grounds that 

any additional fees prescribed b;' the director of the division will not 

be used by the Division to pay for the issuance of the plates but in­

stead will be forwarded to the General State> Fund. The division also 

notes that the size limitations of the plates would not permit the full 

inclusion of the words "Air National Guard" or "Army National 

Guard" on such plates.

made by fiduciaries that have been recordec for at least five yE!ars,. despite 

failure to recite the actual consideration as required by NJSA 46:15-6~ enacted 

in 1968. 

Pr.ior to that time, stating consideration in a deed was a peculiar require-

ment for fiduciary deeds. Since it was unusual,. a recitation of consideration 

was occasionally inadvertently omitted frow the deed. 

This bill validates those deeds provided they were recorded more than five 

years ago. This clears up the minor flaw 0:1 title vrhich those deeds present.
