AN ACT concerning the admission of new inmates to county penal·

'facilities and supplementing Title 30 of the Revised Statutes.

1. BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and GeneraZ Asse1nb~yot th~State

2 of New Jersey:

2 determine that a county jail, workhouse or penitentiary is in willful

:3 and continuous disregard of the minimum standards for such facili­

4 ties promulgated by the department pursuant to section 10 of

5 P. L. 1976 c. 98 (C. 30 :1B-IO), he shall order a phased restriction

6 of admission of new inmates to such facility. Up9n such deter­

7 mination, the commissioner shall notify the county governing body

8 of his decision to impose such a restriction, which notification shall

9 include a written statement specifying the reasons therefor. If the

10 commissioner shall determine that no appropriate action has been

11 initiated within 60 days following such notification to correct the

12 violations specified in the notice, he shall order the following:

13 a. That such county jail,workhouse or penitentiary shall

14 immediately cease to admit persons sentenced to State penal facili­

15 ties and awaiting transfer or admittance to such facilities j

16 b. That such county jail, workhouse or penitentiary shall, upon

17 the expiration of 30 days after such order, immediately cease to

18 admit persons sentenced to term's in said county penal facility; and,

19 c. That such county jail, wOfkhouse or penitentiary shall, upon

20 the expiration of 90 days after such order, immediately cease to

21 admit all persons sent to said facility.

22 Any county jail, workho~se or penitentiary so restricted shall

23 continue under such order lUltil such time as the commissioner

24 determines that the violations specified in the notice have been

25 corrected or that the facility has initiated actions which ,,,ill ensure

26 thecorreetion of said violations.

STAT'EMENT

The purpose of this bill is to give the Dep'aTtnlent of Corrections

the p,e:rmissive right to pTohibit a COUllty jail, workhouse or peni­

tentiary from a~ccepting' n8\V inmates if tIle'departmellt determines

tha.t the facility is in ,villful and cOlltinllous disreg~ard of the

minimum standards for local correctional facilitie,s promulgated

bry tIle: department p'ursllant to seetioll 10 of P. L. 1976 c. 98

(C. 30 :lB-IO). The Departn1ent of Corrections now has the right

to promulgate standards for county p,enal facilities alld to inspect

and is,sue reports on t~~. ; ~;c; 7;;;o~r to require county
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penal facilitie-s to conform to established standards. This b,ill would

give the' department greater ability to insllre that county p'enal

facilities conform to c.ommonlyaccepted 'standards of quality, while

keeping such institutions under the control of local officials.

The bill permits the department to initiate a phased rHstrietion

of i11mates to county penal facilities and to lift such restriction

when it deteTmines that sueh institutions have corrected th-e

p:roblems cited by the dep,aTtment. The Dep'artment of Corrections

i8 authorized to send in.mates sentenced to facilities prohibited

from accepting new admis'sions to other State and county plenal

institutions. The bill requires the county w'hose facility is so

prohibited to p'ay for all costs of maintaining inmates in other

institutions and for all services to inmate·s ,vhich would normally

be assumed by the county. Counties under an order to a.ecept no

new i11mates will be asse'sse,d a .charge of $60.00 a day for each

inmate sent to another p,en.al facility and that sum will b'e p·aid to

the institution hosting the inmate.

The bill is a plroduct of a study eonducted by a Subeommittee

of the Assembly Cou,nty Government Committee ,vhich deteTlllined

that the quality of Ne:,v Jersey's county penal facilities va,ry

dramatically from local unit to local unit. The subeommittee deter­

mined that the reeently create,d Dep:a.rtment of Corrections needed

increased authority to require any county penal fa,cility which was

cle1arly substandard to upgrade the institution.

This bill would permit the Commis,s10ner of the Department of

Corrections to order a phased restriction of admissions of new inmates

to any county penal facilities which is in willful and continuous viola­

tion of the minimum standards promulgated by the department for such

facilities. Following the issuance of an order restricting a county penal

facility from accepting ne,w inmate,s, such unit will no longer be per­

mitted to accept inmates sentenced to State penal facilities and awaiting

transfer. Thirty days after the i8'suance of an order, said facility will

be restricted from accepting inmates sentenced to prison terms in the

unit and, should the order remain in effect for more than 90 days, the

facility would be prohibited from accepting all new inmate:s. This final

restriction would prohibit a county penal facility from accepting any

pre-trial detainee1s who constitute a substantial segment of the inmate

population of local detention facilities.

The commissioner may lift such a restriction when he has determined

that the violations specified in the order have been corrected or if actions

have been initiated which will ensure correction of such problems.

The commis:sioner is given the authority to assign inmates who would

normally be assigned to a restricted facility to other State or county

correctional institutions. Any county so restricted will be assessed a

charge of $60.00 for each prisoner sent to another State or county

penal f'acility and that sum will be paid to the institution hosting the

inmates.

The committee amendment is purely technical in nature and serves

to clarify when a county whose facility has been restricted from accept­

ing new inmates shall pay the Department of Oorrections for the as,sign­

ment of prisoners to other penal facilities.

Thirty days following tIle issuance of an order, the fa,cility may no

long'er accept inmates s'enteneed to prison terms in the unit and, should

the ord,er remain in effeet for more than 90 days, the facility woul;d be

pTohibite'd fron1 aocepting any new inmates. This final restriction would

apply to pretrial detaine,es who constitute a substantial s:egment of the

inmate population of loeal detention facilities.

The commissioner may lift 8uch a restriction upon a determination

that the violationis specified in th'e order have been corrected or that

actions have bieen initiated which will ensure the correction of such

pToblems.

The commissioner is given further authority to assign those inmates

who would normally be assigned to a restricted facility to other State
