Serious drainage problems have occurred in certain instances due 

to the reluctance of railroads to adequately maintain drainage struc­

tures located 'On their prop€rty. 

This bill would permit county governments to undertake drainage 

improvement projects on property owned by a railroad without com­

pensating the railroad for entering its property. The bill further 

provides that such projects could not be done without the approval of 

the construction plans by the r.ailroad company and has been amended 

by the committee to also require that the specifications of such plans 

are also to be approved by the aforesaid railroad company within 90 

days of their submission. The committee amended the bill so as to 

insure the safety of operations while such construction projects are in 

progress.
