19 and supplies to be purchased, the manner of advertising for bids

22 deemed necessary to carry out the purposes of thel agreement.

26 agreement and in the same manner as for other expenses of the

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STAT'EMENT 

This bill has been drafted by the Division of Law Revision. 

This bill will continue and clarify the right of counties and 

municipalities to enter into joint agreements with school districts 

located wholly or partially within the geographic boundaries of the 

county or municipality for the purchase of work, materials and 

supplies. Under the education statutes similar authority has been 

granted to boards of education.

Senate Bill No. 901 is a companion measure to Senate Bill No. 3090 

(1975) which removes school districts from the provisions of the Local 

Public Contracts Law. The purpose of Senate Bill No. 901 is to allow 

any county or municipality to enter into joint purchasing agreements 

with the board of education of any school district located wholly or 

partially within the geographical boundaries of said county or munici­

pality. The bill further allows municipalities to enter into such agree­

ments by resolution rather than by ordinance. 
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
