7 Warrant to arrest, capias, or commitment, for each defendant 

8 served, $0.75. 

9 Serving writ and summons in replevin, taking bond and any in­

10 ventory, against one defendant, $2.50. Against each additional 

11 defendant, $0.30. 

12 Serving writ in replevin when issued subsequent to service of 

13 summons, $1.50. 

14 Every execution, or any order in the nature of an execution on a 

15 judgment or execution against the body, for each defendant, $0.75. 

16 Writ of attachment and making inventory, $1.85. 

17 Warrant for possession, $2.00. 

18 For every mile of travel in serving any summons or capias 

19 against the body, execution, subpena, notice 01' order, the distance 

20 to be computed by counting the number of miles in and out, by the
