STATEMENT

The National Ski Patrol System, Inc. IS an organization of

volunteers dedicated to providing first aid services to the skiing

public. It was founded in 1938 and has a current membership in

excess of 25,000 volunteers. In New Jersey there are approximately

525 members. A member of NSPS is required to be a holder of an

advanced American Red Cross first aid card and must undergo

thorough training in mountain rescue techniques.

The rescue services. provided by members of the National Ski

Patrol System, Inc. are essentially the same as those provided by

members of volunteer first aid, rescue or emergency squads with

the obvious exceptions of the restriction of NSPS services to ski

slopes and ski areas. The purpose of this bill is to extend the

protection of the" good samaritan" law, which now covers members

of volunteer first aid, rescue and emergency squads, to volunteer

members of the National Ski PatrollSystem, Inc.
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
