AN Act concerning the payment of rent by certain persons.

B 11 ENACTED by the Senate and General dssembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. A person to whom rent is due and payable on the first of the
month upon a lease or other agreement shall allow a period of 5
days grace in which the rent due shall be paid. No delinguency or
other late charge shall be made which includes the 5-day grace
period. ’

2. Any person violating the provisions of this act shall be a dis-
orderly person.

3. The provisions of this act shall only be applicable to premises
rented or leased by senior citizens reeceiving Scgeial Security Old
Age Pensions, Railroad Retirement Pensions or other governmental
pensions in lieu of Social Security Old Age Pensions.

4, This act shall take effect immediately.

This legislation would require landlords to allow certain senior
citizens five days’ grace on payment of rent when the rent is due and
payable on the first of the month. This would apply to individuals who
receive Social Security Old Age Pensions, Railroad Retirement Pen-
sions or other governmental pensions in lieu of Social Security Old Age
Pensions. Any individual who violates the provisions of this act would
be held to be a disorderly person.

The bill also prohibits a delinquency or late charge which would
include the five day grace period. The purpose of the grace period
established by this legislation is to provide additional time to indi-

viduals whose pension checks are delayed in reaching them.

This bill permits senior citizens receiving Social Security Old Age
Pensions, Railroad Retirement Pensions, or other governmental pen-
sions in lieu of Social Security Old Age peunsions to receive a 5-day
grace period in the payment of rents during whieh no delinquency or
other late charges may be imposed.

Violation of the provisions of the act is a disorderly persons offense.
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Governor Brendan Byrne today signed into law the [ollowing bills:

SZ10732 - sponsored by Senator William V. tlusto (D-Hudson), an
anendment to the Waterfront and Airport Commission Act. WNew York enacted

comparable legislation in 1975.

This bill provides that the Waterfront Commission may suspend a licease
or registraﬁion after the licensee or registrant hgs been charged with a2 crime
equivalent to a felony in New York State or a high misdemeauo? in New‘Jersey;
and that such suspension will bé.terminated upoa acquittal or dismissal of

the criminal charge. The temporary suspension will be terminated if the commission
fails to begin a hearing within 60 days of the suspension or to render a

verdict within 30 days ‘of the conclusion of testimony.

"This new law will expedite consideration of charges against waterfront

employees," said Byrne. "In somzs cases, temporary suspensions have continued for

more than a year, only to have the eamployee finally vindicated. That is clearly

unfair. This law will assure it does not happen again."”

S—-545 - sponsored by Semator John J. Horn (D-Camden) provides senior
citizens raceiving Social Security old age pensions, Railroad Retirement Pensions
or other govermment pensicns with a five-day grace period after the first of each

month for paying rent due om that date.
