3 4. This act shall apply to all rental premises or units used for 

4 dwelling purposes -[except oW'Iler-occupied premises with not more 

5 than two rental units]" Uexcept oumer-occupied premises with not 

6 more than two rental units u

7 shall constitute rental premises under this act.

4 dwelling purposes except owner-occupied premises with not more 

5 than two rental units. Mobile home spaces and mobile homes shall 

6 constitute rental premises under' th-is act. 

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STATEMENT 

The purpose of this bill is to constitute mobile home spaces and 

mobile homes as rental premises under P. L. 1970, c. 210 which pro­

hibits a landlord from serving a notice to quit upon any tenant or 

instituting any action against a tenant to recover possession of 

premises as a reprisal for certain actions of the tenant. 
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
