(1) be construed to prevent any licensed 31 

retail or wholesale firearms dealer from possessing such 32 

ammunition at its licensed premises, provided that the seller of any 33 

such ammunition shall maintain a record of the name, age and place 34 

of residence of any purchaser who is not a licensed dealer, together 35 

with the date of sale and quantity of ammunition sold. 36 

 [b.] (b) Nothing in subsection f.(1) shall be construed to prevent 37 

a designated employee or designated licensed agent for a nuclear 38 

power plant under the license of the Nuclear Regulatory 39 

Commission from possessing hollow nose ammunition while in the 40 

actual performance of his official duties, if the federal licensee 41 

certifies that the designated employee or designated licensed agent 42 

is assigned to perform site protection, guard, armed response or 43 

armed escort duties and is appropriately trained and qualified, as 44 

prescribed by federal regulation, to perform those duties.

magazine capable of holding up to 15 rounds pursuant to section 7 43 

of P.L.2018, c.39 (C.2C:39-20). 44 

 k. Handcuffs. Any person who knowingly has in his 45 

possession handcuffs as defined in P.L.1991, c.437 (C.2C:39-9.2), 46 

under circumstances not manifestly appropriate for such lawful uses 47 

as handcuffs may have, is guilty of a disorderly persons offense.

 l. Bump stock or trigger crank.  Any person who knowingly 3 

possesses a bump stock as defined in subsection ee. of N.J.S.2C:39-4

guilty of a crime of the third degree.  7

STATEMENT 23 

 24 

 Under N.J.S.2C:39-1, a large capacity ammunition magazine is 25 

defined as a box, drum, tube or other container which is capable of 26 

holding more than 10 rounds of ammunition.  A law enforcement 27 

officer is permitted to carry a large capacity ammunition magazine 28 

while actually on duty or traveling to or from an authorized place of 29 

duty. 30 

 This bill allows a law enforcement officer to possess and carry 31 

while off-duty a large capacity ammunition magazine capable of 32 

holding 17 rounds of ammunition or less.  In addition, the bill 33 

allows an off-duty law enforcement officer to possess and carry a 34 

large capacity ammunition magazine capable of holding more than 35 

17 rounds, provided it is used with the officer’s service firearm 36 

issued by the officer’s employer.   37
