P. L. 1969, chapter 134 was enacted to provide Pllblic support to 

bus companies in financial difficulty to insurp, continuance of service. 

By its terms, P. L. 1969, chapter 134 expires on July 1, 1970. The 

purpose of this act is to extend the applicability of' P. L. 1969, 

chapter 134 for an additional year. An additional $500,000.00 is 

required to replace the $500,000.00 of the original $750,000.00 ap­

propriation which was expended during the {:last year.
