AN ACT relating to Rutgers, 'rhe State University, and amending 

N. J. S.18A:65-25. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. N. J. S. 18A :65-25 is amended to read aH follows: 

2 18A :65-25. The board of governors shall have general super­

3 vision over and be vested with the conduct of the university. It 

4 shall have the authority and responsibility to: 

5 a. Determine policies for the organization, administration and 

6 development of the university; 

7 b. Study the educational and financial necds of the university, 

8 annually acquaint the Governor and Legislature with the condition 

9 of the university, and prepare and, jointly with the Board of Higher 

10 Education, present the annual budget to the Governor and Legis­

11 lature, in accordance with law; 

12 c. Disburse all moneys appropriated to the university by the 

13 Legislature, moneys received from tuition, fees, auxiliary services 

14 and other sources, and from or by direction of the board of trustees;

16 the university] expenditure and transfer of funds appropriated 

17 to the corporation and the uni1)ersity by the State in accordance
