Ax Acr to supplement the ‘“Solid Waste Management Act (1970),”’
approved May 6, 1970, (P. L. 1970, c. 39).

B 11 ENacTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Nothing in the act to which this act is a supplement shall be
deemed or construed in any way to affect the powers of local boards
of health in relation to health and environmental protection aspects
of solid waste collection or solid waste disposal.

2. No ordinances or regulations of any governing body of a
municipality or county or board of health more stringent than this
act or any rules or regulations promulgated pursuant thereto, and
relating to health and environmental protection aspects of solid
waste collection or solid waste disposal, shall be superseded by this
act. Nothing in this act or in any rules or regulations promulgated
pursuant thereto shall preclude the rights of the governing body
of any municipality or county or board of health to adopt health
or environmental protection ordinances or regulations more strin-
gent than this act or any rules or regulations promulgated pursuant
thereto.

3. The department may in accordance with a fee schedule adopted
as a rule or regulation establish and charge fees for any of the
services it performs in connection with this aet, which fees shall
be annual or periodic as the department shall determine. The fees
charged by the department pursumant to this section shall not be
less than $10.00 nor more than $500.00 based on criteria contained
in the fee schedule.

4. This act shall take effect immediately.
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STATEMENT

Although the “Solid Waste Management Act (1970),’’ enacted
by chapter 39 of the laws of 1970 (c. 13:1E~1) indicated in section
9 that local boards of health had respounsibility to enforce codes,
rules and regulations adopted by the Department of Environmental
Protection related to solid waste collection and disposal, this act
clarifies the intent of the original legislation that local boards of
health still retain important health functions in respect to the health
aspects of solid waste collection and disposal,

It recognizes that chapter 33 of the laws of 1970 only transferred
the functions, powers and duties of the State Commissioner of
Health respecting this subject to the State Department of Environ-
mental Protection. The functions, powers and duties of loeal boards
of health were not transferred or affected.
