Governor William T, Cahill signed into law today two bilis concerning
penefits for members of the Newark Retircment System and overtime pay for
police and firemen.

Sponsored by Scnator Michael A. Giuliano of Essex County, Scrnate 824
extends pension payments to members of the Newark Retircment System who have
completed between 15 and 24 years of service.

Preoviously, members who were terminated from employment before completing

- .

25 years could only receive a return of their pensiopn contyributions. Under the
new legislation, members who have completed 15 years or wore arce guarantceced a
pension in an amount proportionate to thelir years of service. Members who have
completed 25 years of service will continue to receive a pension of 50% of
salary; all payments beginning at age 60.

This bill also increases from $50 ﬁo $8O4per month the amount of benefits
pald td surviviné cbildfen'and continues benefits beyénd the age of 18 when the
child is disabled. It removes time limitations 5n the purchase of credit for
time serbed while not a member of the system and makes time spent as an employe
of the Newark Housghg Authority eligiblé for purchase of prior service credit.

In signing the legislation, Governor Cahill stated: "We cannot tura our

backs on retired persons who must live on a fixed income, especially in this

period of inflationary trends." The Governor noted that the-recent tax reform

proposal would have provided additional benefits to persons on a fixed income in

the form of reduced property taxes, scnior citizens tax ccedits and credits for
{enants.
Governor Cahill also signed Scnate 381, sponsored by Senator Matthew J. Rinaldo

of Union County, which permits municipalities to pay police and fircmen timec-and-.a-

half wages for emergency overtime duty. Prior to the enactment of this legislacion,

overtime was payed at the prevailing wage or with cowmpensatory time off.
