1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State

7 annual salaries shall be fixed as follows: chief of cOlmty detectives, 

8 not less than $11,500.00; "'deputy chiefs of county detectives, not 

9 less than $11,000.00;* cnptains of county detectives, not less than 

10 $9,500.00: lieutenants of comIty detectives, not less than $7,500.00; 

] 1 and other county detectives, not less than $6,500.00. 

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
