 “Commissioner” means the Commissioner of Community 15 

Affairs. 16 

 "Department" means the Department of Community Affairs. 17 

 "Landscape irrigation contracting" means the construction, 18 

repair, maintenance, improvement and alteration of any portion of a 19 

landscape irrigation system, including required wiring within that 20 

system and connection to the required power supply and the 21 

installation and connection to a public or private water supply 22 

system under the terms and conditions of a contract. 23 

 "Landscape irrigation contractor" means a natural person who is 24 

certified to do landscape irrigation contracting. 25 

 "Landscape irrigation contractor certificate" or "certificate" 26 

means the certificate issued by the board pursuant to the provisions 27 

of this act. 28 

 "Landscape irrigation system" means any assemblage of 29 

components, materials or special equipment which is designed, 30 

constructed and installed for controlled dispersion of water from 31 

any safe and suitable source, including properly treated wastewater, 32 

for the purpose of irrigating landscape vegetation or the control of 33 

dust and erosion on landscaped areas, including integral pumping 34 

systems or integral control systems for manual, semi-automatic or 35 

automatic control of the operation of these systems. 36 
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 "Permittee" means a person who has secured a business permit to 1 

engage in the business of landscape irrigation contracting, pursuant 2 

to the provisions of this act. 3 

 "Person" means any natural person, corporation, company, 4 

partnership, firm, association, and any owner or operator of a 5 

permittee.]1 6

landscape irrigation contractor certificate from the board in 29 

accordance with the provisions of this act, and that certified 30 

landscape irrigation contractor shall assume full responsibility for 31 

inspection and supervision of all landscape irrigation contracting 32 

work to be performed by the permittee.  If a permittee or business 33 
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permit applicant employs more than one certified landscape 1 

irrigation contractor, the permittee or business permit applicant 2 

shall designate which certified landscape irrigation contractor shall 3 

assume full responsibility for inspection and supervision of all 4 

landscape irrigation contracting work to be performed by the 5 

permittee.  Any single act or transaction, including the advertising 6 

of available services, shall constitute engaging in the business of 7 

landscape irrigation contracting. A certified landscape irrigation 8 

contractor shall not be entitled to qualify more than one person for a 9 

business permit.

equipment who perform only such functions as delivery, rendering 20 

of advice or assistance in the installation or normal warranty service 21 

or exchange of defective or damaged goods; 22 

 (3) Contractors engaged in the design, fabrication, installation 23 

or construction of irrigation apparatus, or irrigation equipment of 24 

any type which is to be used solely for agricultural purposes in the 25 

production of harvestable and saleable vegetative or animal 26 

products;  27 

 (4) Plumbing contractors as defined by section 2 of P.L.1968, 28 

c.362 (C.45:14C-2); and  29 

 (5) Employees engaged in landscape irrigation contracting for a 30 

permittee which has at least one certified landscape irrigation 31 

contractor. 32 

 c. If a landscape irrigation system is connected to a potable 33 

water supply, the landscape irrigation contractor's connection is to 34 

begin at the downstream side of a properly installed backflow 35 

prevention device as required by the Plumbing Subcode of the 36 

Uniform Construction Code adopted pursuant to section 5 of the 37 

"State Uniform Construction Code Act," P.L.1975, c.217 38 

(C.52:27D-123). 39 

 d. (1) Landscape contractors are exempt from obtaining a 40 

certificate as provided in this act when replacing sprinkler heads 41 

damaged during lawn mowing or grounds maintenance or when 42 

making minor incidental repairs to sprinkler piping damaged during 43 

landscape construction. 44 

 (2) The exemption provided in paragraph (1) of this subsection 45 

shall not apply to the installation of automatic controllers, electric 46 

or hydraulic control valves, drip irrigation systems and micro-47 
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irrigation systems, or to the performance of irrigation system 1 

service or maintenance. 2 

 e. Golf course employees performing work on landscape 3 

irrigation systems on the golf course where they are currently 4 

employed, are exempt from obtaining a certificate as provided in 5 

this act.  6 

 f. A business permit shall not be required in connection with 7 

landscape irrigation contracting performed by an employee of a 8 

community association for the community association's landscape 9 

irrigation system.  For purposes of this subsection, "community 10 

association" means a condominium, homeowner, fee simple, 11 

cooperative or other community association. 12 

 g. Nothing in this act shall be construed to prevent individuals 13 

licensed or certified in this State under any other law from engaging 14 

in the profession for which they are licensed or certified.]1 15

contractor shall apply therefor on forms prescribed and provided by 18 

the board, and pay the application fee established by the board.  In 19 

addition to any other information or documents that may be 20 

required by the board, each applicant shall submit satisfactory 21 

evidence that the applicant is at least 18 years of age, has no 22 

unresolved violations with the board and has a minimum of three 23 

years' experience within the last 15 years in the field of landscape 24

numbers, landscape irrigation contractor's certificate name and 11 

certification number, street address and mailing address of the 12 

permittee, phone number of the permittee, and other information the 13 

board deems necessary; 14 

 m. Adopt, pursuant to the "Administrative Procedure Act," 15 

P.L.1968, c.410 (C.52:14B-1 et seq.), rules and regulations to carry 16

 n. Adopt, pursuant to the “Administrative Procedure Act,” 18

The board shall develop an examination to evaluate the 28 

knowledge, ability, and fitness of applicants to perform as 29 

landscape irrigation contractors and for the certification thereof and 30 

shall administer these examinations at least semi-annually at times 31 

and places to be determined by the board.  The board shall provide 32 

adequate written notice of the time and place of the examination. 33 

An applicant who fails an examination may not retake the 34 

examination sooner than six months after the initial examination. 35 

The board shall issue a certificate to an applicant who successfully 36 

passes the examination and otherwise meets the standards and 37 

qualifications established by the board.

 b. Each initial certificate issued pursuant to this act shall expire 39 

on January 31 of the second calendar year following issuance.

certificate within two years of its expiration upon payment of an 5 

appropriate fee to be set by the board.  A new certificate, issued 6 

pursuant to the provisions of this act, shall be required of a person 7 

who fails to renew a certificate within two years of its expiration. 8 

 e. Each application for a business permit or its renewal shall be 9 

accompanied by proof of liability insurance, and workers' 10 

compensation insurance if workers' compensation insurance is 11 

required by law, and the appropriate fee.  The applicant or permittee 12 

shall notify the board of any insurance changes. 13 

 f. The board may, upon payment of appropriate fees, grant 14 

landscape irrigation contractors certificates without examination or 15 

upon partial examination to applicants licensed or certified by other 16 

states; provided that New Jersey landscape irrigation contractors are 17 

granted reciprocity by those states and those states' standards are 18 

equal or comparable to those of New Jersey.

landscape irrigation and water conservation and designate by 32 

regulation the number of credits to be given for continuing 33 

education.

programs including, but not limited to, programs provided by 36 

educational institutions, irrigation associations and other relevant 37 

professional and technical associations, as well as relevant trade 38 

groups, and shall establish procedures for the issuance of credit 39 

upon the satisfactory completion of these programs.

 d. The board shall waive continuing education requirements 41 

under this section on an individual basis for reasons of certified 42 

illness, undue hardship, disability, retirement, or other good 43

The board may refuse to admit a person to an 46 

examination, or may refuse to issue or renew, or may suspend or 47 

revoke any certificate or business permit issued by the board 48 
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pursuant to this act upon proof that the applicant or holder of the 1

 (1) Has obtained a certificate or business permit or authorization 3 

to sit for an examination, as the case may be, through fraud, 4 

deception, or misrepresentation; 5 

 (2) Has engaged in the use or employment of dishonesty, fraud, 6 

deception, misrepresentation, false promise or false pretense;  7 

 (3) Has engaged in gross negligence or gross incompetence; 8 

 (4) Has engaged in repeated acts of negligence or incompetence; 9 

 (5) Has engaged in occupational misconduct as may be 10 

determined by the board; 11 

 (6) Has been convicted of any crime involving moral turpitude 12 

or any crime relating adversely to the activity regulated by the 13 

board.  For the purpose of this paragraph a plea of guilty, non vult, 14 

nolo contendere or any other similar disposition of alleged criminal 15 

activity shall be deemed a conviction; 16 

 (7) Has had the authority to engage in the activity regulated by 17 

the board revoked or suspended by any other state, agency or 18 

authority for reasons consistent with this section; 19 

 (8) Has violated or failed to comply with the provisions of this 20 

act;  21 

 (9) Is incapable, for medical or any other good cause, of 22 

discharging the functions of a certificate holder in a manner 23 

consistent with the public's health, safety and welfare; or 24 

 (10) Has failed to comply with the continuing education 25 

requirements as provided in section 8 of this act. 26 

 b. The board shall afford a landscape irrigation contractor or 27 

person holding a business permit an opportunity for hearing before 28 

a certificate or business permit is revoked.  The board shall afford a 29 

landscape irrigation contractor or person holding a business permit 30 

an opportunity for hearing after issuing an order to suspend a 31 

certificate or business permit, issued pursuant to section 11 of this 32

the action in a summary manner. 40

 d. Any person who violates a provision of this act or any code, 6 

rule, regulation, or order adopted or issued pursuant to this act, or a 7 

court order issued pursuant to subsection a. of this section, or who 8 

fails to pay a civil administrative penalty in full pursuant to 9 

subsection b. of this section, is subject, upon order of the court, to a 10 

civil penalty of not more than $2,500 for the first offense and not 11 

more than $5,000 for the second and each subsequent offense. 12 

 e. If the violation is of a continuing nature, each day during 13 

which the violation continues, or each day in which the civil 14 

administrative penalty is not paid in full, constitutes an additional, 15 

separate, and distinct offense.  Any penalty imposed under this 16 

section may be recovered with costs in a summary proceeding 17 

pursuant to the "Penalty Enforcement Law of 1999," P.L.1999, 18 

c.274 (C.2A:58-10 et seq.).  The Superior Court and the municipal 19 

court shall have jurisdiction to enforce the "Penalty Enforcement 20 

Law of 1999" in connection with this act.]1 21

is in violation of any provision of this act or rules and regulations 24 

promulgated pursuant to this act, the board may initiate an 25 

investigation.  If upon investigation the board determines that there 26 

has been a violation of the provisions of this act or rules and 27 

regulations promulgated pursuant to this act, the board shall be 28 

authorized to: 29 

 (1) issue a letter of warning, reprimand, or censure with regard 30 

to any act, conduct, or practice which in the judgment of the board 31 

upon consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances does not 32 

warrant an initiation of formal action; 33 

 (2) order any person violating any provision of this act or rules 34 

and regulations promulgated pursuant to this act to cease or desist 35 

from future violations or to take other affirmative corrective action 36

act or rules and regulations promulgated pursuant to this act to 40 

restore any person for whom landscape irrigation contracting work 41 

was done to his position prior to performance of the work; 42 

 (4) assess a civil administrative penalty in accordance with 43 

section 10 of this act;  44 

 (5) Bring a civil action for injunctive or any other appropriate 45 

relief to prohibit and prevent such violation or violations in 46 

accordance with section 10 of this act; 47 
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 (6) Bring a civil action for a civil penalty in accordance with 1 

section 10 of this act; or 2 

 (7) revoke or suspend a certificate or business permit pursuant 3 

to section 9 of this act. 4 

 The use of any of the remedies specified under this section shall 5 

not preclude use of any other remedy specified. 6 

 b. Any person to which an order or assessment of civil 7 

administrative penalty or a notice of revocation of a certificate or 8 

business permit is issued has 20 days from the receipt of the order 9 

to deliver to the board a written request for a hearing.  Upon receipt 10 

of that request, the board shall determine whether to conduct the 11 

hearing itself or refer the matter to the Office of Administrative 12 

Law, which shall assign an Administrative Law Judge to conduct a 13 

hearing in the form of a contested case pursuant to the 14

 The Senate Commerce Committee reports favorably Senate Bill 
No. 2234. 
 This bill abolishes the Landscape Irrigation Contractors Examining 
Board, currently in the Department of Environmental Protection, and 
transfers all of the functions of the board to the Department of 
Community Affairs.  The provisions of this bill, concerning the 
certification and regulation of landscape irrigation contractors and the 
issuance of business permits to persons to engage in the business of 
landscape irrigation contracting, remain consistent with prior law, but 
those provisions now would be overseen and regulated by the Board of 
Landscape Irrigation Contractors. 
 The bill also establishes in the Department of Community Affairs a 
Board of Landscape Irrigation Contractors.  The board shall consist of: 
the Commissioner of Community Affairs, or the commissioner’s 
designated representative; five landscape irrigation contractors who 
are residents of the State; and one licensed professional engineer or 
licensed landscape architect.  Each of the public members shall be 
appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate. 
 The bill repeals the “Landscape Irrigation Contractor Certification 
Act of 1991” in its entirety.

 (4) Plumbing contractors as defined by section 2 of P.L.1968, 13 
c.362

 (5) Employees engaged in landscape irrigation contracting for a 15 
permittee which has at least one certified landscape irrigation 16 
contractor.

 c. If a landscape irrigation system is connected to a potable 18 
water supply, the landscape irrigation contractor's connection is to 19 
begin at the downstream side of a properly installed backflow 20 
prevention device as required by the Plumbing Subcode of the 21 
Uniform Construction Code adopted pursuant to section 5 of the 22 
"State Uniform Construction Code Act," P.L.1975, c.217 23 
(C.52:27D-123). 24 
 d. (1) Landscape contractors are exempt from obtaining a 25 
certificate as provided in this act when replacing sprinkler heads 26 
damaged during lawn mowing or grounds maintenance or when 27 
making minor incidental repairs to sprinkler piping damaged during 28 
landscape construction.

 g. Review applications for a business permit; 26 
 h. Issue a business permit to a person engaged in the business 27

 b. The board shall afford a landscape irrigation contractor or 11 
person holding a business permit an opportunity for hearing before 12 
a certificate or business permit is revoked.

 The Assembly Regulated Professions Committee reports favorably 
Assembly Bill No. 3397. 
 This bill abolishes the Landscape Irrigation Contractors Examining 
Board, currently in the Department of Environmental Protection, and 
transfers all of the functions of the board to the Department of 
Community Affairs.  The provisions of this bill, concerning the 
certification and regulation of landscape irrigation contractors and the 
issuance of business permits to persons to engage in the business of 
landscape irrigation contracting, remain consistent with prior law, but 
those provisions now would be overseen and regulated by the Board of 
Landscape Irrigation Contractors. 
 The bill also establishes in the Department of Community Affairs a 
Board of Landscape Irrigation Contractors.  The board shall consist of: 
the Commissioner of Community Affairs, or the commissioner’s 
designated representative; five landscape irrigation contractors who 
are residents of the State; and one licensed professional engineer or 
licensed landscape architect.  Each of the public members shall be 
appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate. 
 The bill repeals the “Landscape Irrigation Contractor Certification 
Act of 1991” in its entirety. 



SENATE BILL NO. 2234 
 

To the Senate: 

 Pursuant to Article V, Section I, Paragraph 14 of the New 

Jersey Constitution, I am returning Senate Bill No. 2234 with my 

recommendations for reconsideration. 

This bill intends to move a board charged with overseeing 

landscape irrigation contractors from the Department of 

Environmental Protection to the Department of Community 

Affairs.  It further seeks to rename the board.  I have no 

objection to the goals of this legislation.  Unfortunately, 

however, the bill could cause significant disruption for 

landscape irrigation contractors and consumers.  As drafted, the 

bill would immediately dissolve the existing board.  While the 

bill creates a new board to replace the one being dissolved, 

appointing board members is not an instantaneous process, 

especially when the appointments require the advice and consent 

of the Senate, as is the case here.  Separately, the bill would 

immediately void the existing board’s regulations.  Although the 

bill contemplates the promulgation of new regulations, under the 

Administrative Procedure Act, proposing and adopting new 

regulations can take many months.  The bill would therefore 

leave landscape irrigation contractors without an oversight 

board and without regulations for an indeterminate period of 

time.  I do not believe the Legislature intended the bill to 

function in this manner.  Rather, I believe that the Legislature 

sought only to rename the existing board and transfer 

responsibility for it from the Department of Environmental 

Protection to the Department of Community Affairs.  My 

recommendations would accomplish these ends. 

Accordingly, I herewith return Senate Bill No. 2234 and 

recommend that it be amended as follows:
