1. Section 34:7-2 of the Revised Statutes is amended to read
as follows:

34:7-2. Application for license shall be made on forms to be
provided for that purpose by the mechanical inspection bureau
and shall state clearly the name, residence, age and qualifying
experience of the applicant. An applicant must be a citizen of the
United States or have offictally declared his wntention of becoming
a citizen,

2. Every applicant qualifving for a license who is not a citizen
of the United States but who officially declared his intention of
becoming a citizen shall be issued a license and shall be entitled to
annual renewals thereof during the 5-year period immediately
following his declaration of said intention and thereafter he shall
be entitled to renewals only upon proof that he has become a citizen

of the United States.
3. This act shall take effect immediately.
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
