11. Section 26 :3-70 of the Revised Statutes is amended to read 

2 as follows: 

3 26 :3-70. The local board may prescribe a penalty for the viola­

4 tion of any provision of a health ordinance 01' code. Such penalty 

5 shall not be more than [$100.00] $500.VO nor less than [$2.00] 

6 $5.00. 

1 2. The minimum penalty permissible as prescribed by section 1 

2 of this act, shall remain at $2.00 for those health ordinances adopted 

3 prior to the effective date of this act. 

1 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
