BEIT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

15. Not less than 30 days and no more than 60 days prior to the
date set for the examination for a master plumber's State license, every
person, except as herein provided, desiring to apply for a State license,
who shall meet the qualifications as set forth herein, shall deliver to the
State board, personally or by certified mail, return receipt requested,
postage prepaid, a certified check or money order payable to the
Treasurer of the State of New Jersey in the required amount as set
forth herein, together with such written application as shall be required
by the State board, completed as therein described, and together with
proof of qualifications as described hereunder.
