A-2929, sponsored by Assembly Members Charlotte Vandervalk (R-Bergen) and David 
C. Russo (R-Bergen/Passaic) and Senator Jack Sinagra (R-Middlesex), requires tobacco 
product manufacturers who did not participate in the national tobacco settlement to pay 
into a reserve fund to guarantee a source of compensation to pay any future judgment or 
settlement. The purpose of the model statute is to prevent non-participating 
manufacturers from obtaining a significant market advantage since they are not subject to 
the business expense of the Master Settlement Agreement (MSA). The MSA was reached 
on November 23 and entered into by New Jersey in State of New Jersey v. R. J. Reynolds 
Tobacco Company, et al., Superior Court, Chancery Division, Middlesex County.
