Gov. Chrigtie Whitman today signed the following pieces of legidation:

A-3278, sponsored by Assembly Members John C. Gibson (R- Cape May/Atlantic/Cumberland) and
Gary W. Stuhltrager (R- Salem/Cumberland/Gloucester) and Senators John J. Matheussen (R-
Camden/Gloucester) and Martha W. Bark (R-Atlantic/Burlingtor/Camden), appropriates $2,563,910
to the Department of Environmentd Protection from the Stormwater Management and Combined
Sewer Overflow Abatement Fund to provide grants to six soil conservation digtricts for the
development of watershed-based sormwater management plans.
