Currently, only members of volunteer fire companies and volunteer19
first aid or rescue squads are statutorily authorized to display and use20
such emergency lights.21

The Assembly Law and Public Safety Committee reports favorably
an Assembly Committee Substitute for Assembly Bill Nos. 3271 and
1659.

The Assembly Committee Substitute for Assembly Bill Nos. 3271
and 1659 permits an active member in good standing of a volunteer
Office of Emergency Management to display blue emergency warning
lights on a motor vehicle if the member's official duties include
responding to a fire or emergency call and the member has an
identification card prepared by the Chief Administrator of the New
Jersey Motor Vehicle Commission that authorizes the display and
operation of emergency warning lights.

The bill states that members of a county volunteer Office of
Emergency Management must submit an application for a permit to the
County Emergency Management Coordinator.  Members of a
municipal volunteer Office of Emergency Management must submit an
application to the Municipal Emergency Management coordinator.

As reported by the committee, this Assembly Committee Substitute
is identical to Senate Bill No. 543(2R), also reported by the committee
on this same day.
