favorably Assembly Bill No. 1239. 

This bill is intended to ensure that assisted living facility residents 
receive a refund of their security deposits if they move from a facility. 

The bill provides specifically as follows: 

• An assisted living facility that requires a new resident to pay a one­

time security deposit, in addition to payment of regular monthly 

rental and services charges, must refund the deposit plus interest 
earned on the deposit to the resident or other designated person upon 

the resident's vacating the facility if the resident provides the facility 

with 30-days' notice that the resident intends to vacate the facility. 

• The facility may deduct an amount not to exceed one percent per 
annum of the amount of the invested or deposited security deposit 

for the cost of servicing and processing an account containing a 

security deposit.
