 To accomplish this, the bill prohibits, without prior consent: (1) 
using or referencing the trade name or trademark of a depository 
institution, its affiliate or subsidiary, or a trade name or trademark that 
is similar, in any solicitation for services or products; and (2) using or 
referencing a consumer's loan number or other information in any 
solicitation for services or products.  The bill also prohibits a person’s 
use of any trade name or trademark of that depository institution, its 
affiliate or subsidiary, or a trade name or trademark that is similar, 
when this use could cause any reasonable person to be confused, 
mistaken, or deceived as to the affiliation between the person and the 
depository institution, its affiliate or subsidiary. 
 Any person who violates the bill's provisions shall be liable to a 
penalty of $1,000 for each violation, to be collected pursuant to the 
“Penalty Enforcement Law of 1999,” P.L.1999, c.274 (C.2A:58-10 et 
seq.).  Additionally, the Commissioner of Banking and Insurance shall 
order the person to cease their unlawful practice.
