premises, but samples shall not be served by an employee of a 31 
wholesaler; 32 
 f.  Wine, beer, and spirits used in the tasting and sampling events 33 
shall be owned by the licensee conducting the tasting or sampling 34 
event, except that up to 200 samples of wine and beer and 150 35 
samples of spirits may be provided by a supplier, manufacturer, 36 
wholesaler, solicitor, or an authorized representative, for the 37 
purpose of the tasting and sampling event, provided that the 38 
supplier, manufacturer, wholesaler, solicitor, or authorized 39 
representative removes any unfinished alcoholic beverage 40 
containers not supplied by the licensee from the licensed premises 41 
when the tasting and sampling event is completed;    42 
 g.  Tasting and sampling events shall be open to the general 43 
public and shall not be limited by invitation;  44 
 h.  Tasting and sampling events may be advertised in any type of 45 
media, including, but not limited to, print, radio, television, 46 
Internet, and signs, and these advertisements may include the date, 47 
time, and location of the event;   48 
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 i.  A supplier, manufacturer, wholesaler, solicitor, or authorized 1 
representative may provide the licensee upon whose premises the 2 
tasting and sampling event will take place with permissible 3 
advertising and promotional materials for use at the event and 4 
permissible consumer novelties for distribution to the patrons 5 
attending the event; and  6 
 j.  Any type of food may be served at a tasting and sampling 7 
event. 8 
 Notwithstanding the imposition of any other penalty that may be 9 
lawfully imposed, a person who violates subsections a. through j. of 10 
this section shall be fined an amount to be established by the 11 
director.

STATEMENT 18

 This bill would revise the law governing consumer wine, beer, 20 
and spirits tastings and samplings conducted by alcoholic beverage 21 
licensees.  Under the bill, “tastings and samplings” would be 22 
changed to “tasting and sampling events.”     23 
 Current law permits plenary retail consumption licensees (hotels, 24 
restaurants, and taverns) to conduct consumer tastings and 25 
samplings of wine, beer, and spirits for a fee or on a complimentary 26 
basis pursuant to conditions established by rules and regulations of 27 
the Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC).  These 28 
regulations limit the amount of the sample to five ounces of beer 29 
and one-and-one-half ounce of wine or a distilled spirit.   30 
 Current law also permits plenary retail distribution licensees 31 
(package goods stores) to conduct wine, but not beer and spirits, 32 
tastings and samplings on a complimentary basis pursuant to 33 
conditions established by rules and regulations of the ABC, 34 
provided (1) patrons are limited to four one-and-one-half ounce 35 
samples in any one 24-hour period; (2) samples are not offered to, 36 
or allowed to be consumed by, any minor or intoxicated person; (3) 37 
samples are not offered when the sale of alcoholic beverages is 38 
otherwise prohibited; and (4) tastings and samplings are confined to 39 
the licensed premises.   40 
 Under the bill, both plenary retail consumption licensees and 41 
plenary retail distribution licensees would be authorized to conduct 42 
wine, beer, and spirits tasting and sampling events.  These licensees 43 
would be subject to the same statutory conditions as follows:   44

samples to be consumed by underaged or intoxicated persons;  46

than four one-and-one-half ounce samples of wine; four three-ounce 3 
samples of beer; or three one-half ounces samples of spirits;  4 
 (5) suppliers, manufacturers, wholesalers, solicitors, or 5 
authorized representatives may participate in, assist with, and 6 
promote the events, which may be held up to two times per month 7 
at the licensed premises, but wholesaler employees are prohibited 8 
from serving the samples.   9 
 (6) the wine, beer, and spirits used in the event must be owned 10 
by the licensee or up to 200 samples of wine and beer and 150 11 
samples of spirits may be provided by a supplier, manufacturer, 12 
wholesaler, solicitor, or authorized representative, for the purpose 13 
of the event, but only if the supplier, manufacturer, wholesaler, 14 
solicitor, or authorized representative removes any unfinished 15 
alcoholic beverage containers not supplied by the licensee from the 16 
licensed premises when the event is completed;    17 
 (7) the event must be open to the general public and not be 18 
limited by invitation;  19 
 (8) the event may be advertised in any type of media, including, 20 
but not limited to, print, radio, television, Internet, and signs, and 21 
these advertisements may include the date, time, and location of the 22 
event, such as the name and address of the licensed premises and 23 
other information regarding the event; 24 
 (9) suppliers, manufacturers, wholesalers, solicitors, or 25 
authorized representatives may provide the licensee with 26 
permissible advertising and promotional materials for use at the 27 
event and permissible consumer novelties for distribution to the 28 
patrons attending the event; and  29 
 (10) any type of food may be served at the event.  30 
 Violations of the bill’s provisions would be punishable by a fine 31 
determined by the Director of the ABC.   32 
 It is the sponsor’s understanding that Broad C licensees with a  33 
broad-package privilege hold a plenary retail consumption license 34 
and therefore, these licensees would be permitted under the bill to 35 
conduct wine, beer, and spirits tasting and sampling events subject 36 
to the terms and conditions outlined in the bill. 37

 The Assembly Law and Public Safety Committee reports favorably 
an Assembly Committee Substitute for Assembly Bill No. 3042. 
 This committee substitute revises the law governing consumer 
wine, beer, and spirits tastings and samplings conducted by alcoholic 
beverage licensees.  
 Current law permits plenary retail consumption licensees (hotels, 
restaurants, and taverns) to conduct consumer tastings and samplings 
of wine, beer, and spirits for a fee or on a complimentary basis 
pursuant to conditions established by rules and regulations of the 
Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC).  These regulations 
limit the amount of the sample to five ounces of beer and one-and-one-
half ounce of wine or a distilled spirit.   
 Current law also permits plenary retail distribution licensees 
(package goods stores) to conduct wine, but not beer and spirits, 
tastings and samplings on a complimentary basis pursuant to 
conditions established by rules and regulations of the ABC, provided 
(1) patrons are limited to four one-and-one-half ounce samples in any 
one 24-hour period; (2) samples are not offered to, or allowed to be 
consumed by, any underage person or intoxicated person; (3) samples 
are not offered when the sale of alcoholic beverages is otherwise 
prohibited; and (4) tastings and samplings are confined to the licensed 
premises.   
 Under the committee substitute, both plenary retail consumption 
licensees and plenary retail distribution licensees would be authorized 
to conduct wine, beer, and spirits tasting and sampling events.  These 
licensees would be subject to the following statutory conditions:   
 (1) licensees would be prohibited from offering or allowing 
samples to be consumed by underage or intoxicated persons;  
 (2) the events could only be held when the sale of alcoholic 
beverages is authorized;  
 (3) the events must be held on the licensed premises;  
 (4) patrons would be limited in any one calendar day to no more 
than four one-and-one-half ounce samples of wine, four three-ounce 
samples of beer, or three one-half ounces samples of spirits;  
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 (5) suppliers, manufacturers, wholesalers, solicitors, or authorized 
representatives licensed or permitted by the ABC may participate in, 
assist with, and promote the events, which may be held up to two 
times per month at the licensed premises, but wholesaler employees 
are prohibited from serving the samples;   
 (6) the wine, beer, and spirits used in the event must be owned by 
the licensee;  
 (7) the event must be open to the general public and not be limited 
by invitation;  
 (8) the event may be advertised in any type of media, including, 
but not limited to, print, radio, television, Internet, and signs, and these 
advertisements may include the date, time, and location of the event, 
such as the name and address of the licensed premises and other 
information regarding the event; and 
 (9) suppliers, manufacturers, importers, wholesalers, solicitors, or 
authorized representatives licensed or permitted by the ABC may 
provide the licensee with permissible advertising and promotional 
materials for use at the event and permissible consumer novelties for 
distribution to the patrons attending the event. 
 Violations of the bill’s provisions would be punishable by a fine 
determined by the Director of the ABC.   
 It is the sponsor’s understanding that Broad C licensees with a  
broad-package privilege hold a plenary retail consumption license and 
therefore, these licensees would be permitted under the bill to conduct 
wine, beer, and spirits tasting and sampling events subject to the terms 
and conditions outlined in the committee substitute.   
 As reported, this committee substitute is identical to the Senate 
Committee Substitute for Senate Bill No. 2098, also reported by the 
committee on this same date.   
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
