The council was established pursuant to P.L.1977, ¢.390. The
purpose of the council is to make recommendations for the support,
through federal, State, and private funds, of graduate medical
education programs in private nonprofit and public hospitals in the
State, and to make recommendations for the development and
implementation of new graduate medial education programs which
will meet the needs of the citizens of the State. The duties of the
council include, but are not limited to:

--obtaining and evaluating information concerning the graduate
medical manpower needs of the citizens of the State;

--reviewing individual ingtitutional applications  and
recommending awards of support to particular institutions based on
conformance with the identified needs of the citizens of the State and

--annually reviewing the educational programs provided by
participating hospitals.
