 The OLS notes that this bill may result in indeterminate annual increases in costs to the State 

and local government units due to the broadening of potential claims applications for workers’ 

compensation payments set forth in P.L.2019, c.387.   

 The OLS expects the bill’s $1,500 increase in the maximum amount of workers’ compensation 

benefits that may be used to pay for funeral and burial expenses for certain workers’ compensation 

beneficiaries to increase State and local government entities’ annual expenditures by an 

indeterminate, likely insignificant, amount.    

 The OLS cannot quantify the annual expenditure increases because it does not have access to 

pertinent historical workers’ compensation program data.

or after date of enactment; increases burial expense allowance
