b. [For the 4 calendar years next preceding the commencement
of the action, no part of any gencral land taxes levied and assessed
against the land covered by such certificate has been paid.}

All or any poriton of the general land tazes levied and assessed
against the land for the *[4 years}* *48 months* next preceding the
commencement of the action, other than those subject to payment by
mstallments authorized by a resolution adopted pursuant to Re-
vised Statutes 54:5-65, remains unpaid.
