Sponsor's statement:

This bill would continue the Corporation Law Revision Commission in
existence until December 31, 1981. The commission is in the process of
reviewing and revising New Jersey laws governing corporations.
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£-1363, also sponsored by Senator Russo, which will require the inclusion of sexvicé
as a referee of workers' compensation in establishing increment category levels for the
director and judges of compensation.

§-3072, sponsored by Senator Frank X. Graves, Jr. (D-Passaic), which permits
municipalities to lien fire insurance policy proceeds.

The bill i{s intended to enhance a municipality's ability to recover liens on fire
damaged property by aliowing the municipality to receive 25 percenﬁ 6£ any disputed anmaunt,
pending adjuducation of the dispute.

S-3155, séonsored by former Senator Maftin Greenberg (D-Essex), which authorfzes the
State Supréme Court to receive criminral history record_information from the Federal Bureau
of Investigation for use in licensing and disciplining attorneys—at-law of this State.

S—3165z sponsored by Senator John Skevin (D-Bergen), which validates certain proceedings
for the issuance of school bonds. The bill stipulates that the supplemental debt statement
must be filed-;rior'to the electidn, and no action to éontest the validity of the bhongd |
aﬁthorization proceeding is instituted within 30 days o% the effectiv§ date of the
validating act.
