This bill provides for tbe repeal of certain outmoded sections of law. 

The Senate Labor, Industry and Professions Committee amended sec­

tion 2 of tlle bill which repeals statutes supposedly superseded by the 

passage of P. L. 1974, c. 46 (C. 45 :4--35.2). 

P. L. 1974, c. 46 is permissive. It provides that the professional boards 

and commissions enumerated in the act "may," by regulation, change 

their charges for examination, licensures and other regulatory fees. 

Some of the enumerated hoards and cOllJmissiollS, however, have not 

chosen to make these changes. They are still proceeding pursuant to 

prior statutes, which tllel'efore should not be repealed.
