The Assembly Judiciary, Law and Public Safety Committee 
reports favorably Senate Bill No. 860 (lR). 

This bill establishes the possession of an imitation firearm on 
school property or a school bus as a disorderly person f s offense. 

The bill adds a new paragraph (3) to subsection e. of N.J .S. 
2C:39-5 which provides that any person who brings an imitation 
fireann in or on any part of any school, college. university or other 
educational institution's buildings or grounds without the written 
pennission of the governing officer of that school or institution or 
on any school bus is guilty of a disorderly person's offense 
regardless of whether the person has a valid permit or firearms 
purchaser identification card. 

The purpose of this bill is to assist school administrators and 
prosecutors who currently are having difficulty in prosecuting 
students who bring imitation firearms to schooL The primary 
problem under current law is that administrators and prosecutors 
must prosecute these students under N. J.S.2C:39-4(e), which 
requires them to establish that the student possessed the imitation 
fireann" for an unlawful purpose." 

This bill would establish possession of the imitation firearm in 
the school, on school grounds or while on any school bus as the 
offense. not the student's "intent" or "reason" for possessing that 
imitation firearm. 

An imitation firearm is defined in N. J.S.2C:39-1 as "an object 
or devicE reasonably capable of being mistaken for a firearm. " 

This blill is identical to Assembly Bill No. 1581 (1R).

The Senate Law and Public Safety Committee favorably reports 
with committee amendments Senate Bill No. 860. 

As amended and released by the commitee, this bill establishes 
the possession of an imitation firearm on school property or a 
school bus as a disorderly person's offense.
