The Senate Law and Public Safety Committee favorably reports
Senate Bill No. 5§50 with amendments.

As amended, this bill makes it a crime of the third degree to sell
or give a firearm to a person under 18 years of age. The bill
requires that a sentence imposed for this crime include a mandatory
three year term of imprisonment.

Under current law, persons under 18 years of age cannot
purchase or own a firearm.

The committee amended the bill to clarify its wording and to
ensure that a transfer of a firearm to a minor as now permitted in
section 14 of P.L.1979, ¢.179 (C.2C:58-6.1) would not be prohibited.

In addition., the commitlee amendments change section 1 of
P.L.1989, c.53 {C.2C:43-6.2) to permit & court to sentence a person
to probation or to a reduced prison term if the interests of justice
would not be served by the imposition of the three year mandatory
minimum prison term provided for in the bill.

The Assembly Judiciary, Law and Public Safety Committee
reports favorably Senate Bill No. 550 [1R].

This bill would make it a crime of the third degree to sell, give,
transfer, assign or otherwise dispose of, a firearm to a person under
18 years of age except as provided in section 14 of P.L.1979, ¢.179
(C.2C:58-6.1).

The bill would require that a sentence imposed for this crime
include a mandatory three year term of imprisonment. Under the
provisions of the bill, the court would be permitted to sentence a
first time offender to probation or to a reduced sentence, if the
interests of justice would not be served by the imposition of the
three year mandatory minimum prison term.

The committee stated its intent that the provisions of the bill
would not affect the current law with regard to inheritance of
firearms by persons under 18 years of age.
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
