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Once the Commissioner proposes the regulations. they will be subje~t to 
public hC1\rings. Once adopted, banks will each draw up a Check Cashing Plan for 
the CommissiOner'S approval and have 120 days to implement fhe plan; It is 
anticipated that the new checking account system will be on line by fall. The new 
law will affect the majority of N~w Jersey institutions, including state-ehartered 
banks, savings and loans, and savings banks. For the banks, Ihiswill be a 'break­
even' proposition.
