The Assembly County Government Committee reports favorably 
Senate Bill No. 3134. 

Senate Bill No. 3134 pennits a county or municipality to 
effectuate a lien against any and all property which an indigent 
person has or may acquire an interest in whenever a county or 
municipality voluntarily pays the costs of the assignment of counsel 
or employs or contracts with counselor pays other related costs for 
the defense of an indigent person, regardless of the cost expended. 
Current law permits such a lien when such costs exceed $150 only in 
cases in which the county or municipality is required to pay the 
costs associated with the assignment of counsel, either by rule of 
court or any law or rule subsequently enacted. 

Senate Bill No. 3134 is identical to Assembly Bill No. 4296, 

which was reported by this committee on April 29, 1991. Senate 
Bill No. 3134 was reported by the Senate County and Municipal 
Government Committee on February 4, 1991 and approved by the 
Senate by a vote of 38-0 on March 14, 1991.
