The Senate County and Municipal Government Committee 
reports favorably Assembly Bill No. 3210. 

Assembly Bill No. 3210 provides that any person, partnership, or 
corporation engaged in the business of codifying and revising 
municipal ordinances is authorized to revise and codify municipal 
ordinances provided that the work is done under the direction of the 
municipal counselor attorney or some other counsellor-at-law 
employed by the governing body. At present the revision and 
codification of municipal ordinances are performed under the 
direction of the municipal counselor attorney. It has been suggested 
that corporations or partnerships which are engaged in the business 
of codifying and revising municipal ordinances are performing 
functions without legal authority. 

Also, the bill provides that any person, partnership, or 
corporation engaged in the business of codifying and revising 
municipal ordinances is not engaged in the unauthorized practice of 
law. 

This bill is identical to Senate Bill No. 2479, also reported by the 
committee on October 15, 1990.
