17 or any plan which may hereafter be inaugurated, it shall be lawful 
18 for the board of commissioners of such fire district, by 
19 resolution, to appropriate moneys for the purpose of defraying 
20 the cost of such insurance and to pay the premiums therefor. 
21 No board of commissioners of any fire district shall pay any 
22 premiums on account of any policy of group life insurance as 
23 provided herein where the amount payable upon the death of each 
24 assured under the tenns of [said] the policy exceeds the sum of

The Assembly Judiciary, Law and Public Safety Committee 
reports favorably Senate Bill No. 1364(lR). 

This bill would permit fire districts to purchase individual life 
insurance policies which provide cash value, non-forfeiture 
benefits, loan provisions and a maximum death benefit of up to 
$16,500 for volunteer firefighters within the district. 

The bill authorizes the Director of the Division of Local 
Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs, 
after consultation with the Commissioner of Insurance, to 
promulgate appropriate rules and regulations to regulate this 
insurance. 

Under current law, the boards of commissioners of fire districts 
are only authorized to purchase group term insurance for the 
members of firefighting organizations. 

This bill is identical to Assembly Bill No. 1742(lR).

The Senate Law, Public Safety and Defense Committee reports 
favorably Senate Bill No. 1364 with amendments. 

As amended, Senate Bill No. 1364 would pennit fire districts to 
purchase individual life insurance policies which provide cash value, 
non-forfeiture benefits, loan provisions and a maximum death 
benefit of up to $16,500 for volunteer firefighters within the district. 

The bill authorizes the Director of the Division of Local 
Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs, after 
consultation with the Commissioner of Insurance, to promulgate 
appropriate rules and regulations. 

Under current law, the boards of commissioners of fire districts 
are only authorized to purchase group tenn insurance .for the 
members of firefighting organizations. 

The committee amended the bill to clarify its structure and 
wording. 

This bill was pre-filed for introduction in the 1990 session 
pending technical review. As reported, the bill includes the changes 
required by technical review which has been performed. 
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
