1 Be v Bxacren by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New
2 Jersey:

1 1. Parpose. The purpose of this aet is to provide in the interest of pub-
2 lie safety and of acronautic progress for the regulation of aeronauties in
3 and over this Siate; to mequire that airveraft, airports, airport managements,

4 landing fields, landing strips, and o'her  avieational  facilities,  airmen,

ground personnel and all persons engaged in acronauties within or over this

i State, shall conform to standards of safety and sound practice as pre-

-4

seribed by the laws of this State and any rules or regulations thereunder,

8 and for uniformity in ecertain regards with the laws, rules and reguiations
O of the United States Government.

1 2. Definitions. When used in this act:

2 (n) ‘“Aeronauties’’ means avigatiou of or transportrtion by airevaft;
3 air instraction; the operation, repair or maintenance of aireraft, aireraft
4 power plants and accessories; and the design, constraction, repair, mainte
3 nanee, operation or management of airports, landing fields, landing strips
6 and other avigational facilities.

(b) ““Avigation means the operating, steering, directing or managing

S oof aireraft in or through the air and on the ground or waier,
0 (¢) ““Aireraft’ means any confrivance now known er hereafter in-

10 vented, used or designed for avigation or flight in the aiz.
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(d) ““Public aireraft’” means an aircraft used exclusively in the service

of any government or of any political subdivision thereof, including the

} Government of the United States, of the District of Columbia, and of any

State, territory or insular possession of the United States, but not including

» any government owned aireraft engaged in carrying for hire persons or

goods.
(e) ““Civil aireraft’ means any airveraft other than a public aireraft.

{f) ““Airport’ means any area of land, water or both, which is used or

{¢) “Landing field"” means any area of land, water or both, which is
used or is made available for the landing and take-off of aireraft, and which
does nst provide facilities for the shelter, supply and repair of aireraft, and
which, as to size, design, surface, marking, equipment, maintenance, repair
and management, meets the minimum requiremenis for the various classes
of landing fields established from time to time by the New Jersey State
Aviation Commission.

(h) “‘Landing strip”’ means any area of land, water or both, other than
an airport or landing field, whick is used or is made available for the land-
ing and take-off of aireraft.

(i) ‘“Air instruction’ weans instruction in asronautics or in the art or

O science of avigation or flight of aircraft.

(J) “*Air schooi’’ means any person engaged in giving, offering to give,
advertising, vepresenting or holding himself out as giving, to the public,
with or without compensation or other reward, air instruction.

(k) **Person’” means any individaal, corporation, copartnership or
other association of individuals.

(1} **Commission’* means the State Aviation Commission.

{m) *‘Director’’ means the State Director of Avigtion.
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43 (n) The singular shall include the plural and any gender shall include
44 every other gender.
1 3. Department, commission and director of aviation coutinued. The

2 State Department of Aviation, the State Aviation Commission and the office
3 of State Director of Aviation, created and established by the act entitled
4 ‘“‘An act to establish a department of aviation, to provide for the appoint-
5 ment of a State Aviation Commission, and a State Director of Aviation, the
6 licensing~of aireraft and airmen-and-the-supervizion and regulation of air-
7 craft and air traflic in and over the State,”* approved April twanty-first, one
8 thousand nine hundred and thirty-one and continued by seetion 6:1-3 of the
9 Revised Statutes are continued.
1 4. Office quarters. The Department of Aviation shall be provided with
2 suitable quarters by the State House Commission in the city of Trenton and
3 at such other places as the commission may designate. The commission
4 may incur the necessary expenses for auntomobiles, airplanes, the operation
5 and hire thereof and necessary travelling expenses, oflice furniture, station-
6 ery, printing and sueh incidentals as may be necessary for effecting the pur-
7 poses of this act, within the appropriation provided.
1 5. Aviation commission; appointment and qualifications of members;
2 term; removal. The State Aviation Commission shall consist of five mem-
3 bers who shall be appeinted by the Governor by and with the adviee and
4 consent of the Senate. They shall be citizens and bona fide residents of the
5 State and at least three of them shall be actively engaged in the aviation
6 industry. The members of the present commission shall continue in offive
7 for the expiration of their present terms and thereafter all appointments
8 shall be for a term of five years. In case of a vacancy in the commission
9 when the Senate is not in session, an ad interim appointment inay he made
10 by the Governor. Any appointment to fill a vacancy shail be for the unex-
11 pired term only.
12 The Governor may remove any member of the commission for ineffi-

13 ciency, negiect of duty or misconduct in office, having first given te the of-
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14 fending member a written statement of the charges against him and the op-
15 portunity of being publicly heard in person or by counsel in his own de-
16 fense upon not less than ten days’ notice of the time and place of the
17 hearing.
1 6. Divector of aviation; appointment, tenure and removal in accordance
2 with civil serviee laws; qualifications. The State Director of Aviation shall

3 be appointed, removed or discharged in accordance with the provisions of

" 4 the civil serviee laws, and the preference acts relating to war veterans, ap-

5 plying to the State classified service. The director in office on December
6 seventh, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-three, shall continue in of-
7 fice and in the performance of the duties attaching thereto, in aceordance
8 with the provisions of the civil service laws applying to the State classified
9 service, and shall not be removed, demoted, discharged or dismissed except
10 as provided therein and as provided in any law or laws relating to the ten-
11 ure of war veterans in the pubiic service of the State. Any vaeaney acecur-
12 ring in such office after December ceventh, one thousand nine hundred and
13 thirty-three, shall be filled as other positions in the State classified service
14 ave filled. The Jirector shall be a person holding or having held a valid
13 {ransport license or its equivalent, issued by the United States Government
16 for the pileting of aireraft, with at least ten years® experience in the aero-
!7 nautical industzy, and with at Jeast three thousand (3,000) certified flying
I8 hours as pilot.

1 7. Compensation of director. The director shall receive an annual sal-

9

ary not in excess of seven thousand five lhundred dollars ($7,500.00) and
3 shall be paid in semi-monthly payments by the State Treasurer on the war-
4 vant of the comptroller, out of the funds appropriated for that purpose.

1 8. Compensation of commission. The members of the cemmission shall
2 serve without compensation but they shall be reimbursed for their actual
 expenzes incurred in the performance of their official duties, which expenses

4 shall be paid to them in the same manner as other such expenses are now

5 paid.
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9. Commission; seal; organization. The commission shall adopt a seal
and make such rules and regulations as it may deem expedient for the ad-
ministration of the commission, and may from time to time amend such
rules and regulations. Tle commission shall elect annually from among its
members a chairman, a vice-chairman and a secretary, each of whom shall

serve until his successer is elected and qualified. At least twelve meetings

7 shall be held in cach calendar year and such special meetings as may be

deemed advisable. Three members 41;:1?!.vun#lil.n:o‘n ﬁum'um. and no action
shall be taken by less than a majori v of the commission. Special meetings
may be called as provided by rules a lopted by the commission. The chair-
man shall preside ut meetings of the commission and he or his appointee
shall represent it upon official and ceremonial oceasions.

10. Powers and duties of the commission: adoption of rules, regulations
and orders. Kxcept as otherwise specifieally provided by law, the commis-
sion shali promote progress and education in and shall have supervision over

aeronauties within this State, ineiuding, but not by way of limitatien, the

avigalion, flight and operation of aircraft, the establishment, location,

i maintenance, operation, size, design, repair, management and use of air-

ports, landing fields, landing strips, air markinegs and other avigational fa-
cilities, and the establishment, operation, manazement and cquipment of air

schools and other persons giving #'r i

struetion. The  commission may
addopt and promulgate ruies, regulations and orders reculating air traflie
and establishing minimum standards for aiveraft, pilots, air schools, air-

ports, landing fields, landing strips, air markings and ali avieational facili

g

b ties within the State and establishing minimum altitudes of flight in order (o

protect the publie safety, the safety of persons operating or usinge niveraft

and the safety of persons and property on the grovnd. and to develops and

i promoie acronanties within this State. The commission shal} Gave power to

T promuleate and adopt any reasenab’vc rales and veculations that miy he

necessary to effectnate the purposes of this aet in the inferest of public

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20 The rules, regulations and orders of the commission shall be kept in
21 conformity as nearly as may he with the laws, rules and regulations of the
22 United States Government concerning aeronautics. The members of the
23 commission and the director shall be peace officers and have authority to
24 make arrests for violations of the provisions of this act, or any acts amenda-

25 tory hereof or supplementary hereto, or of any rules and regulations estab-

1 11. Powers and duties of director. The director shall be the executive
2 officer of the department and, under the supervision ef the commission, shall
3 administer and enforce the provisions of this chapter and the rules, regula-
4 tions and orders established thereunder, and all the laws of the State of
5 New Jersey with reference to aeronauties. He shall, subject to the ap-
6 proval of the commission, appoint. pursuant to the provisions of civil service,
7 such clerks and other assistants as may be required and authorized for the
8 proper discharge of the funetions of the department and for whose services
9 Tunds have been appropriated. He shall be in charge of the offices of the
10 department and vesponsible to the commission for the preparation of r-
11 ports and the colicetion and dissemination of data and other public informa-
12 tion relating to the aviation industry. e shall approve all bills for the
13 disbursement of moneys unuer any of the provisions of this act, which bills,
14 when properly approved by the commission aud signed by the chairman, or
15 in his absence by the vice-chairizar, shall be paid by the State Treasurer on
16 a warrant of the Comptroller out of any appropriations made therefore.
17 At the direction of the commission the director shall, together with the
18 chairman of the commission, execute all contracts entered into by the de-
9 partment which are legally authorized and for which funds are specifically
20 provided in any appropriation act. The director shall attend, but not vote,
21 at all regular or special meetings.

1 i2. Commission: hearings; information; records; reports. It shall be the

& daty of the eommission to hold public hearings on matters affecting acronau-
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ties; to conduct investigations, inquiries and hearings concerning matters cov-
ered by the provisions of this chapter; to advise the Legislature upon all

acronautical legislation and to recommend and suggest legislation for the

i improvement of aeronautical safety and the promotion of acronautical pro-

gress; to co-operate with the Federal authorities and the authorities of

other States; to colleet and disseminate information relative to and eoncern-

and of those engaged in all phases of aeronauties; to advise communities
and groups in prepariug and prosecuting projects for the development of
fiving, airways, airports and all oiher facilities for the promotion of
aercnauties within this State: to advise with all law enforcement agencies in
the enforeement of aeronautical laws and regulations:; to investigate ae-

cidents or injuries arising out of the operation of airersft within this State;

i to keep a record of its proceedings and its official aets; to make annual

7 reports to the Governor reviewing the operation of the commission.

13. Commission: safety deviees and facilities; markings; hazards to
avigation. The commission may, in order to protect the public safety and
the safety of those participating in acrenautical activities adopt rules,
regulations and orders requiring the installation in and carviage by, sir-
craft, and the installation in airports, landing ficlds and landing strips, of
safety devices and other avigation faciliti-s consistent with the develop-
ment of the art; and require obstructions which may be hazardons to avi-
gation to be suitably marked by lights, signs or otherwise as the commis-
sion may provide. The commission shall have the rvight and is hereby em-
powered to proceed by appropriate legal or equitable action to cause any
obstruction to flight in and abont any airport or landing field to bo abate:
and such oebstruetions are hereby declared to be hazavds %0 human life and
property, and the commission may caunse the same to be removed by such
orders and decrees as the court may issue in any legal or equitable pro-

ceedings instituted by the commission for that purpese.

1 16. Licenses: aireraft; provisions for. The commission shall provide
2 for the licensing of all civil aireraft by reasonable rutes, regulations and
3 orders adequate to protect the public safety and the safety of those partivi-

4 pating in aeronauties and to insure the satisfactory aud safe perform-

ance of all aircraft in accordance with their design and contempiated use.

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14. Police and departmental co-operation. It shall be the duty of all

It shall be unlawful, except as
hereinafter pruvided; to (;‘]v)erulo, pilot or avigate, or cause to be operated,
piloted or avigated, any aircraft on or over the land or waters or through
the air space of this State unless it shall e licensed as provided in this
chapier.

16. Licenses: aireraft; provisious for. The commission shall provide
for the licensing of all civil aircraft by reasonable rules, regulations and
orders adequate to proteet the public safety and the safety of those partici-
pating in aeronautics and to insure the satisfactory and safe perform-
ance of all aireraft in accordance with their design and contemplated use.

Any class of aircraft shall be deemed to be licensed under the provi-
sions of section sixteen of this article; provided, such aircraft shall be
validly and effectively licensed and registered under the provisions of the
laws, rules and regulstions of the United States Government.

17. Licenses: temporary emergency. The commission may provide for
the issuance of a temporary license for civil aireraft whose licenso has
been invalidated for any cause, ssid temporary license to be for a period
not to exceed tweniy-four (24) heurs; previded, such aireraft has been in-
spected and approved by (he commission or its authorized representative.

I8, Identification of aircraft. It shall be unlawfui to operate, pilot or
avigate any aireraft on or over the tand or waters or through the air space

of this Ntate nnless such aireraft shal! display its license number,
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19. Licenses: pilots, requirement for. It shall be ualawful, except as
hereinafter provided, for any person to operate, pilot or avigate any air-
craft on or over the land or waters or through the air space of this State
unless he shall be licensed as provided in this chapter.

20. Licenses: pilots; provisions for. The commission shall provide for
the liceasing of all pilots for a limited or unlimited operation of aircraft by
rules, regulations and orders adequate to proteet the public safety and the
safety of those participating in aeronautics. Such rules, regulations and
orders may provide for periodic physical and mental examinations and
periodic examinations of pilots’ flying ability.

Any class of pilots shall be deemed to be licensed under the provisions
of this section of this article; provided, that such pilcis shall hold
valid and effective licenses issued under the provisions of the laws, rules
and regulations of the United States Govern:ient for the particular class of
operations.

21. Licenses: possession; inspection. Any pilot licensed under (this
chapter shall at all times have his license and the license of the aireraft
operated by him or under his control availabie for inspeetion by any officer
charged with the enforcement of this chapter.

22. Ticenses: nonresideat pilets and aireraft. The commission may, by
general rule or order, provide that nonresident pilots and aireraft, which
have complied with the licensing provisions of the law of the Siate of their
residence, shall not be subject to the licensing provisions of this chapter for
a reasonabie period of time not excceding thirty (30) consecutive days;
provided, howerer, that no such piiot or aireraft shall operate or Le em-
ployed to carry passengers or property for hire or reward or be used in the
pursuit of a business or for exhibition purposes within this State; and pro-
vided, further, that the State of residence allows reciprocai priviieges to
pilots and sircraft of this State and tlie commission shall determine that
the standards maintained by such State are at least as rigid as the stand-

ards established by this chapter and the rules, regulations and orders
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13 issued pursuant thereto; and provided, further, that this section shall not
14 apply to pilots or aircraft engaged exclusively in scheduled interstaie
15 commerce.

1 23. Licenses: air meets, exhibitions, et ceters. No air meet, air race or
2 aerin] exhibition shall be conducted or operated in this State without a license
3 first obtained from the commission.

1 24. Licenses: airports, airport managements, air schools, avigation
2 facilities, et cetera; requirement for. It shall be unlawful, except as herein-
3 after provided, to use, operate or cause fo be used or operated any airport,
4 landing field, landing strip, or other avigation facility, air schoo] or flying

ciub, unless it, and, in the case af airports, its management, shall be licensed

3

6 as provided in this chapter; and except in case of emergency no aircraft shall
7 land upon, or take off from, any airport, landing field or landing strip, not
8 so licensed; provided, howeper, that neither the provisions of this chapter,
9 nor the rules, regulations or orders issued pursuant thereto, shall apply to
10 any airport, landing field, landing strip, or other avigation facility, or air
11 school owned and operated by the government of the United States.

1 25. Licenses: airports, airport managements, air schools, avigation
2 facilities, et cetera; provisions for. The commission shall provide for the
3 licensing of airports, airport managements, landing fields, landing strips,
4 other avigation facilities, air schools or flying clvbs by rules, regulations
5 and erders adequate to protect the public health and safety and the safety
6 of those participating in aerenautioal activities; provided, however, that the
7 continued nse and operation of airports, larding fields, landing strips and

8 other avigation faciiities, air schools, or flying clubs in use and operation

9 on the effective dGate of this chapter, for which an application for a license

10 shall have been filed within the time fixed by the commission, shall be per-
11 mitted, pending the granting or rejection of such applications ; and provided,
12 further, that the application for a license for any aivport, landing field,
13 landing strip, other avigation facility

y air schoal or flying club in use and

14 operation on the effective date of this chapter shall be granted, uniess the

e
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commission shall find that such airports, landing fields, landing strips,
other avigation facilities, air schools or flying clnbs are not constructed,
equipped and operated in accordance with the standards and requirements
fixed by the rules, regulations and orders of the commission. Whenever the
commission shall reject any application for a license under the provisions of
this section, it shall state in writing the reasons for such rejection.

26. Licenses: modification; suspension; revocation, Any license issued
pursuant to the previsions of this chapier may be modified, suspended or
revoked when in the interest of public safety or the safety of those par-
ticipating in aeronautical activities, the ¢ommission shall deem such action
advisable, after violation of any provision of this chapter or any rale,
regulation or order promulgated thereunder. In the event the commission
shall exercise the powers granted by sections sixteen, twenty, twenty-two
and twenty-five of this article, it shall by rule, regulation or erder provide for
the modification, suspension or revocation of the privilege granted thereun-
der, as the public safety or the safety of those participating in aeronautical
activities shall require.

27. Examination and inspection; pilots and aireraft. Any member of
the commission, the director, any inspector or other authorized agent of
the commission may examine and inspect any pilot, aircraft, airport, landing
field, landing strip, other avigation facility, air school or flying club, and unen
finding a violation of any of the provisions of this chapter or of any of the
rules, regulations or orders issued pursuant thereto, may preveni avigation
or operation thereof by any such pilot or other person until such violation is
removed. Within twenty-feur hours after the taking of such action the inspee-
tor or other authorized agent mnst file with the cemmission a written report
getting forth the reasons therefor. Any person aggrieved by such action
may demand a hearing before the commission er its duly authorized zgent.
The commission shall provide by rule, regulation or order for such hearing
and the conduct thereof ; provided, however, that any such hearing shall be

keld within five days from the receipt of & demand therefor,
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1 28. Licenses: burden of proof. Ir any proceeding, investigation or hear-
2 ing, criminal or otherwise, under any of the provisions of this chapter, any
3 person who relies upon a license of any kind shall have the burden of proving
4 that he is the holder of a valid and effective license.

1 29. Periodical inspection: aircraft, airperts, avigation facilities, ete. The
2 commission may adopt rules, regulations aiud orders providing for the period-
3 ical inspection and examination of aircraft, airports, landing fields, landing
4 strips, other avigation facilities, aircrafi power plants, accessories and other
5 equipment, air schoois or flying clubs, which rules, regulations or orders may
6 require full particulars concerniig the design and caleulations upon which the
7 design is based and of the materials and methods used in the construction
8 and operation of such aireraft, airports, landing fields, landing strips, other
9 avigation facilities, aircraft power plants, accessories and other equipment,
10 air schools or flying clubs.

1 30. Malicious interference with avigation facilities. No person shall will-
2 fully and maliciously interfere or tamper with any aircraft, airport, land-
3 ing field, landing strip, or any other avigation facility, or the equipment
4 thereof.

1 31. Rules, regulation. and orders; posting; service; filing. General rules
2 and orders of the commission shall be posted for public inspection in all offices
3 of the commission at least fifteen days before they shall become effective, and
4 every rule, regulation ard order of the commission shall be posted in the

5 main oftice of the commission and sha/l be distributed to all licensed airports

=

for posting, and shall be given such further publicity by advertisement in

newspapers or otherwise as the commission shall deem advisable. Every

mailad to, er aerved upon, such person. Kvery rule, regulation and order,
10 general or otherwise, adapted by the commission shaill be filed with the

11 Secrctary of State.

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1 32. Investigations: hearings; attendance of witnesses: production of
2 documents. The commission shall have the power to conduct investigations,
3 inquiries and hearings concerning matters covered by the provisions of this
4 act and accidents or injuries incident to the operation of aireraft cccurring
5 within this State, and for this purpose the commission or its authorized repre-
6 sentatives may take possession of any wreckage or aireraft damaged in such
7 accidents and hold same nntil it releases such possession or unless any prop-
8 erly authorized paramount Federal agency requests possession. In all inves-
9 tigations, inquiries and hearings the chairman, or in his absence, the vice-
10 chairman, shall have the power to administer oaths and affirmations, certify
11 to official acts, issue subpeenas, compel the attendance and testimony of wit-
12 nesses and the production of papers, hooks, and documents. If any person
13 shall fail to comply with any subpens or order issued under authority of
14 this chapter, the chairman, or in his absence, the vice-chairman, may invoke
15 the aid of any court of common pleas of this State. The court may thereupon
16 order any such person to comply with the requirements of the subpana or or-
17 der, or to give evidence upon the matter in question. Any failure to obey the
18 order of the court shall be punishable by the court as for a contempt thereof.
1 33. Depositions: records; findings, witness fees and expenses; testimony
2 of commissioners or director., The commission or director or any party, in
3 any investigntion, may cause to be taken the deposition of witnesses resid-
4 ing within or without the State in the manner preseribed by iaw for like
5 depositions in civil actions in the courts of record in this State. A full and
6 complete record shall be kept of all proceedings had bafore the cominisgion,
7 or any hearingz bhad, and all testimony shall be taken down by a stenog-
8 rapher appointed by the commission. Fvery order of the cammission shail
9 contain findings in sufficient detail to enabie a court to determine the con-
10 troverted questions presented by the praceeding, and whether proper weight
11 was given te the evidence. Each witness who shall appear before the com-
12 mission shall receive for his attendance the fees and mileage now provided

13 for witnesses in eivil caser in courts of yeecord of this State, which shall be
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14 audited and paid by the State in the same manner as other expenses are

15 audited and paid, upon presentation of proper vouchers sworn to by such

16 witnesses and approved by the chairman of the commission, or, in kis ab-

17 sence, by the vice-chairman.
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ArtIcLE V
REVIEW OF ORDERS OF COMMISSION

34. Certiorari: application; notice. Any order made by the commission
may be reviewed upon certiorari by the Supreme Court. No certiorari shall
be allowed unless application therefor be made within thirty (30) days from
the date upmi which the order becomes gt"’fecti;(;, nor unless notice in writ-
ing of the application shall have been given to the commission with a copy
of the affidavits or proofs upon which the application is based. The notice
shall be served upon the chairman of the commission either personally or by
leaving it at the office of the commission in Trentor.. The evidence presented
to the commission, together with the findings and the order issned thereon,
shall be certified by the commission to the Supreme Court with its writ.

35. Stay of orders in general. The allowance of a writ of certiorari to
review any order of the commission shall not supersede or stay the order of
the commission unless the Supreme Court or a Justice thereof shall so direct.
The prosecutor in certiorari may be required by the Supreme Court or a
Justice thereof to give bond in such form and amount as the Supreme Court
or the justice thereef allowing the stay shall require.

36. Stay of orders; effect of. No stay of any order of the commission
shall be granted unless the prosecutor shall &pply to the Supreme Court er a
Justice thereof for a review of the order within ten days of the service
thereof. Written notice of the applieation for a review and a stay in such
case ghall be given to the commission within five (5) days after the service
of the commission’s erder; except that if the day foilowing service of the
order falls on Sunday or a legal holiday, the prosecutor shall have five (5)
days fellowing such day to serve the notice. The notice shall be served uporn
the chairman of the commission either persenally or by leaving the same at

the office of the commission in Trenton,

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37. Betting aside orders. The S8upreme Court is hereby given jurisdic-
tion to review any order of the commission and to set aside such order
in whole or in part when it clearly appears that there was no evidence be-
fore the commission to support the same reasonably, or that the same was
without jurisdietion of the eommission.

No order shall be set aside in whole or in part for any irregularity or

informality in the proceedings of the ecommission unless the irregularity
or informality tends to defeat or impair substantial right or interest of the
proseeutor in certiorari.
38. Ordering rehearing by-commission. - If, wiih respect to any order
brought under review by certiorari, it shall appear equitable and just that
a rehearing should be had before the commission, the Supreme Court may
order that a rehearing be had before the commission upon such rerms and
conditions as are reasonable. The commission shall thereupon proceed to
a rehearing of the evidence upon which the order under review was based,
and upon such additional evidence, if any, as may be produeed.

As a result of the rehearing the cominission may readopt the order or
alter, amend, modify or extend it.

The Court of Errors and Appeals on appeal from a indgment of the
Supreme Court upon certiorari to review an order of the commission, may,
wiienever it shall deem it equitable and just that a rehearing shonid be kad
before the commission, remit the record and proceedings before it to the

Supreme Court to the end that said court may order and such rehearing

5 may be had hefore the commission upon suck terms and sonditions as are

b reasonable, as hereinbefore provided.

39. Commission proceedinzs to have preference.  Any procecdings in
suy court of this State directly affecting an order of the commission or to
whirh the commission is a party. shall have preference over all other eivil
proceedings pending in sven court,

40. Penalties.  Any person willfaliy violating any of the provisions of

2 this chapter, or the rules, regulations or orders issned pursuant thereto,
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3 except provisions, rules or regulations or orders pertaining to the organiza-
4 tion or operation of the commission, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and
5 punishable by a fine of not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) or by
6 imprisonment for not more than ninety days, or both.
1 41. Constitutionality. If any provision of this chapter or the applica-
2 tion thereof to any person or circumstance shall be held invalid, such in-
3 validity shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this chap-
4 ter, which can be given effect’ without the invalid provisions or applications,
5 and to this end the provisions of this chapter are declared te be severable.
1 42. Repealer. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent with the provis:ons
2 of this chapter are hereby repealed.

1 43. When to take effect. This act shall take effect immediately.
